· outline measurable results or products in a manner that is easily graspable; 
• Intended beneficiary(ies)
· identify who will benefit from the project (do not include the Federal Government);
· use simple terms, 
· make target beneficiaries apparent; and 
• Subrecipient activities, if known or specified at the time of award. 

Project Abstract Summary character limitation is one page (no more than 3500 characters).  Use of Times New Roman and 12-point font is recommended.
