AMENDMENT NO. 4: CLARIFICATION ON APPLICABILITY OF ACTIVITIES 
USAID has received many enquiries as to the applicability of activities under this RFA. After reviewing the objectives and requirements stated in the RFA, applicants must determine and justify the applicability of their proposal; USAID cannot pre-determine the applicability. However, if the application does not fit within the objectives of the RFA or fall within the evaluation criteria, the proposal will be considered nonresponsive and will not be considered or evaluated. 
All prospective applicants are advised to read Section C of the RFA carefully, particularly the program objectives in Section C.III and C.IV.   as well as Question #2 in Amendment 2.  The type of activity will not be applicable under this RFA unless it clearly relates to the objective of promoting end-use energy efficiency in China. In addition to following the evaluation criteria described in Section B, proposals should generally demonstrate that proposed activities rank among the highest priority and most cost-effective interventions needed in China to improve building and/or demand-side energy efficiency while reducing GHG emissions.  Unless the prospective applicant’s activity directly addresses end-use energy efficiency in China (in other words, with respect to end-use electricity consumption), it is not applicable to this RFA.
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
