SECTION A – INSTRUCTIONS TO APPLICANT
GRANT APPLICATION FORMAT AND SUBMISSION GUIDELINES

 All applications received by the deadline will be reviewed for responsiveness to the specifications outlined in these guidelines and the application format.  Preparation of Technical Application addresses the technical evaluation procedures for the applications.  Applications which are submitted late or are incomplete run the risk of not being considered in the review process.   Late applications will be considered for award if the Agreement Officer determines it is in the U.S Government's interest.

 Applications shall be submitted electronically and in hard copy.  Electronic copies shall be attached to an e-mail sent to the electronic address indicated in the Cover Letter of this RFA and hard copies shall be sent to the office address indicated in the Cover Letter of this RFA.  Applications shall be submitted in two separate parts: (a) technical and (b) cost or business application. Hard copies of both the technical and cost portions of applications shall be submitted in an original and five copes.  All submissions shall indicate the time specified for receipt, the RFA number, and the name and address of the applicant.

 The applications should be prepared according to the structural format set forth below.  Applications must be submitted no later than the date and time indicated in the Cover Letter of this RFA, to the location indicated on the Cover Letter accompanying this RFA.

Applicants should retain for their records one copy of the application and all enclosures which accompany their application.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  To facilitate the competitive review of the applications, USAID will consider only applications conforming to the format prescribed below.

PREPARATION OF TECHNICAL APPLICATION 

The technical application will be the most important item of consideration in determining the successful application(s) and issuing award(s).   The technical application shall be specific, complete, and presented in a concise manner. The application should demonstrate the applicant's capabilities and expertise with respect to achieving the goals of this program.  The application should take into account the Technical Evaluation Criteria.   It is recommended that the applicant conduct an in-depth review of all information contained in this RFA prior to preparing an application.  The application will be evaluated on the basis of its comprehensiveness, creativity, and cost-effectiveness.  

Technical applications must include:

1.  Program Management Approach 

The application must include a clear and concise description of the overall objective, anticipated measurable results to be achieved and how the proposed program will achieve these results, as well as the proposed management and programmatic approach. The applicant is encouraged to propose innovative implementation designs to reach the desired results, in keeping with existing U.S. Government (USG) strategic approaches and programmatic guidance, and an aggressive but realistic schedule of performance milestones as steps towards reaching those results. The applicant may include as an attachment a detailed implementation plan with proposed inputs and activities and associated time lines for the life of the program in addition to the required first year work plan.  The applicant may consider ensuring that the program approach answers the following specific questions:  

· What is the overall strategic vision for the entire program and the proposed outcome and/or impact level results to be achieved at the end of the program?

· How is the program integrated with the USG Title II food assistance program? 

· How is the program integrated with USG HIV/AIDS programs administered by the Centers for Disease Control (CDC) and other USG agencies in Haiti?

· How will the program achieve maximum integration of HIV/AIDS activities with maternal and child health, family planning and tuberculosis interventions?

· Who are the other organizations (organizations under other USG programs, other donor or private sector partners) that the proposed program will coordinate with and how will coordination occur? 

· How will the program be coordinated within and help support the Government of Haiti’s health sector decentralization efforts through their Departmental Strategy?  

· If applicable, how will matching funds and/or program-funded income from the Recipient and/or NGO sub-recipients be used? 

· What is the approach for building capacity of those sub-recipients that may need additional technical assistance to programmatically and/or administratively manage and implement community- and/or clinic-based programs? 

· What are the geographic intervention areas and the rationale for selecting them?

· What are the specific HIV, tuberculosis, maternal and child health and family planning activities proposed for implementation that will achieve the vision and results? 

2. Administrative Management Approach

Guidance from the Office of the Global AIDS Coordinator (OGAC), the US Government entity that oversees the implementation of the President’s Emergency Plan for AIDS Reduction (PEPFAR), stipulates that no one recipient can receive more than 8% of a country’s annual HIV/AIDS budget, unless that recipient is the host government, is primarily procuring and distributing ARVs and other essential HIV/AIDS commodities, is operating under a contract, or has a grant or cooperative agreement to be a “grants management partner to identify and mentor sub-recipients” under an “umbrella award.”  In the case of such umbrella awards, no more than 25% of the HIV/AIDS funds received by the management partner can be used for administration of the grants program and technical assistance to be considered eligible for the waiver of the 8% limit.  For fiscal year (FY) 2008, 8% of the PEPFAR budget for Haiti was approximately $7,600,000.  Based on planning figures and subject to final U.S. Congression approval, 8% of the FY 2009 PEPFAR budget for Haiti will be approximately $7,400,000.  While HIV/AIDS budget amounts for fiscal years 2010 through 2013 are unkown, guidance from OGAC indicates that the levels will be similar to FY 2009 levels.  Applicants are responsible for proposing an administrative management approach that takes into account this guidance from OGAC for the HIV/AIDS funded portion of the proposed program.  
The application must include a detailed description of the management approach for implementing the proposed program, which includes specifying the composition and organizational structure of the entire implementation team (including home office support); describing each team member's role, with a more detailed description of proposed key personnel (description, proposed person and a summary of their technical, programmatic and administrative management expertise).  Applicants should describe the rationale for selecting the initial list of proposed partner organization and/or sub-recipients and the method for identifying new sub-recipients during the life of the program. The applicant may consider ensuring that the administrative management approach answers the following specific questions:  

· What is the management approach for strategically selecting partner and/or sub-recipient NGOs and coordinating their activities to avoid duplication of effort and maximize results?

· What is the management approach for ensuring partner organization and/or sub-recipient responsibility? 

· How will the proposed partner organizations and/or sub-recipients have a management “voice” in the overall strategic management and coordination of NGO activities? 

· What is the management approach for administration of sub-recipient agreements to ensure a time efficient sub-awarding process with minimal burden to the NGO sub-recipients? 

· What is the management approach for financial administration to ensure timely funds flow to the sub-recipients and financial controls and accountability?  

· What is the organizational structure of the management approach?  

· What are the positions and who are proposed to fill those positions on the management team for the program?  

· How does the management approach minimize administrative costs of the program and maximize the level of funding going to support actual program delivery via the sub-recipients?  

· What is the time frame for start up and how quickly can administrative mechanisms be put in place to start funding NGO activities at the community level? 

· What is the strategy for development, review and approval of sub-recipient work plans and budgets?

· What is the approach, design and methodology for impact assessment? 

· What is the plan for having sub-recipients document and monitor their performance? 

· What is the plan and strategy for collecting data to measure achievement of results and impact? 

· What is the plan for implementation of data collection, analyses, and reporting, including timeliness?

· What is the proposed plan for reporting programmatic progress and administrative and financial updates to USAID, such as the submission of progress reports, annual reports, financial reports, accruals, etc., or the proposed timing of regular meetings to verbally discuss progress and address issues?  

3.  Monitoring, Evaluation and Reporting Approach
The application must include as an attachment a draft monitoring and evaluation (M&E) plan.  At a minimum, the M&E plan should  include the relevant indicators to measure performance annually and at the end of the program, baselines (or estimated baselines) for each indicator, annual and end of program targets for each indicator, a narrative describing in detail a) the entire data collection process (including plans for conducting data quality assessments, timing of data collection, method of data collection, data storage, data reporting, etc), b) proposed plans for periodic evaluations during the agreement period (such as additional baseline studies, management assessments, mid-term evaluations, final evaluations, and/or “one time” studies to fill in information gaps) and c) strategy and procedures to ensure that periodic reporting to USAID is timely, accurate and efficient.  Indicators relevant to this RFA have been identified and included below in the results section. Additional indicators and targets proposed to be used to monitor progress should also be included, such as program management indicators or cross cutting indicators related to community-based activities.   As applicable, indicators should be disaggregated by gender, age cohorts, and geographical location (i.e. Haiti Departments), and if applicable, by sub-recipient.   

 4.  Organizational Capability

The applicant must offer evidence of ability to efficiently manage and administer the proposed program.  Applicants must offer evidence of their technical, programmatic and administrative resources and expertise in administration of an NGO grants program, in addressing problems and issues related to community-based integrated programming in the health sector, particularly related to care and support for individuals living with HIV/AIDS and their affected families. This includes evidence of a successful record of implementing similar programs; organizational strengths as represented by breadth and depth of prior experiences managing large-scale integrated community-based umbrella NGO health programs, with a strong emphasis on HIV and AIDS (i.e. technical and programmatic coordination, procurement and grants administration; financial administration), and monitoring and evaluation expertise.  

TECHNICAL APPLICATION FORMAT

The technical application shall be concise, no more than 30 pages - excluding the cover page and required attachments - and give a clear and measurable description of what the applicant organization proposes to achieve as well as where, why, and how.

  PREPARATION OF COST APPLICATION 

 The Cost or Business Application is to be submitted under separate cover from the Technical Application.  Certain documents are required to be submitted by an applicant in order for a Grant Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  However, it is USAID policy not to burden applicants with undue reporting requirements if that information is readily available through other sources.

 The following sections describe the documentation that applicants for an Assistance award must submit to USAID prior to award.   Applicants are encouraged to be as concise as possible, but still provide the following:

   A.  A copy of the program description that was detailed in the applicant’s program description, on a CD using Word Format .

   B.  A budget with an accompanying budget narrative which provides in detail the total costs for implementation of the program your organization is proposing.  The budget must be submitted using Standard Form 424 and 424A which is included as Attachment 2 to this RFA and can also be downloaded from the USAID web site, http://www.usaid.gov/procurement_bus_opp/procurement/forms/sf424/.  The budget shall include:
     - The breakdown of all costs associated with the program according to costs of, if applicable, headquarters, regional and country offices;

     - The breakdown of all costs according to each partner organization involved in the program;

     - The costs associated with external, expatriate technical assistance and those associated with local in-country technical assistance;

     - The breakdown of the financial and in-kind contributions of all organizations involved in implementing this Cooperative Agreement;

   C.  A current Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement;

   D.  Required certifications and representations (as attached):

   E.  Cost share - Applicant to propose.

   F.  Applicants who do not currently have a Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA) from their cognizant agency shall also submit the following information:

     1.  copies of the applicant's financial reports for the previous 3-year period, which have been audited by a certified public accountant or other auditor satisfactory to USAID;

     2.  projected budget, cash flow and organizational chart;

     3.   A copy of the organization's accounting manual.

   G.   Any additional evidence of responsibility deemed necessary for the Grant Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  The information submitted should substantiate that the Applicant:

     1.   Has adequate financial resources or the ability to obtain such resources as required during the performance of the award.

     2.   Has the ability to comply with the award conditions, taking into account all existing and currently prospective commitments of the applicant, nongovernmental and governmental.

     3.   Has a satisfactory record of performance.  Past relevant unsatisfactory performance is ordinarily sufficient to justify a finding of non-responsibility, unless there is clear evidence of subsequent satisfactory performance.

     4.   Has a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics; and

     5.   Is otherwise qualified and eligible to receive a grant under applicable laws and regulations (e.g., EEO).

   H.   Applicants that have never received a grant, cooperative agreement or contract from the U.S. Government are required to submit a copy of their accounting manual.  If a copy has already been submitted to the U.S. Government, the applicant should advise which Federal Office has a copy.

ADDITIONAL INSTRUCTIONS TO THE APPLICANT
   In addition to the aforementioned guidelines, the applicant is requested to take note of the following:

   I.  Unnecessarily Elaborate Applications - Unnecessarily elaborate brochures or other presentations beyond those sufficient to present a complete and effective application in response to this RFA are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the applicant's lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate art work, expensive paper and bindings, and expensive visual and other presentation aids are neither necessary nor wanted.

   J.  Acknowledgement of Amendments to the RFA - Applicants shall acknowledge receipt of any amendment to this RFA by signing and returning the amendment.  The Government must receive the acknowledgement by the time specified for receipt of applications.

   K.  Receipt of Applications - Applications must be received at the place designated and by the date and time specified in the cover letter of this RFA.

   L.  Submission of Applications:

     1.  Applications and modifications thereof shall be submitted electronically as attachments to an e-mail sent  to the electronic address specified in the Cover Letter of this RFA as well as in sealed envelopes or packages (1) addressed to the office specified in the Cover Letter of this RFA, and (2) showing the time specified for receipt, the RFA number, and the name and address of the applicant.

     2.  Faxed applications will not be considered; however, applications may be modified by written  notice, either electronically or in hard copy,  if that notice is received by the time specified for receipt of applications.

   M.  Preparation of Applications:

     1.  Applicants are expected to review, understand, and comply with all aspects of this RFA.  Failure to do so will be at the applicant's risk.

     2.  Each applicant shall furnish the information required by this RFA.  The applicant shall sign the application and print or type its name on the Cover Page of the technical and cost applications.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  Applications signed by an agent shall be accompanied by evidence of that agent's authority, unless that evidence has been previously furnished to the issuing office.

     3.  Applicants who include data that they do not want disclosed to the public for any purpose or used by the U.S. Government except for evaluation purposes, should:

       (a) Mark the title page with the following legend:

 "This application includes data that shall not be disclosed outside the U.S. Government and shall not be duplicated, used, or disclosed - in whole or in part - for any purpose other than to evaluate this application.  If, however, a grant is awarded to this applicant as a result of - or in connection with - the submission of this data, the U.S. Government shall have the right to duplicate, use, or disclose the data to the extent provided in the resulting grant.  This restriction does not limit the U.S. Government's right to use information contained in this data if it is obtained from another source without restriction. The data subject to this restriction are contained in sheets ; and

       (b) Mark each sheet of data it wishes to restrict with the following legend:

 "Use or disclosure of data contained on this sheet is subject to the restriction on the title page of this application."

   N.  Explanation to Prospective Applicants - Any prospective applicant desiring an explanation or interpretation of this RFA must request it in writing within three weeks of receipt of the application to allow a reply to reach all prospective applicants before the submission of their applications.  Oral explanations or instructions given before award of a Grant will not be binding.  Any information given to a prospective applicant concerning this RFA will be furnished promptly to all other prospective applicants as an amendment of this RFA, if that information is necessary in submitting applications or if the lack of it would be prejudicial to any other prospective applicants.

   O.   Grant Award:

     1.  The Government may award one or more Grants resulting from this RFA to the responsible applicant(s) whose application(s) conforming to this RFA offer(s) the greatest value (see also Section B of this RFA). The Government may (a) reject any or all applications, (b) accept other than the lowest cost application, (c) accept more than one application  (d) accept alternate applications, and (e) waive informalities and minor irregularities in applications received.

     2.  The Government may award one or more Grant(s) on the basis of initial applications received, without discussions.  Therefore, each initial application should contain the applicant's best terms from a cost and technical standpoint.

     3.  Neither financial data submitted with an application nor representations concerning facilities or financing, will form a part of the resulting Grant(s).

   P.  Authority to Obligate the Government - The Grant Officer is the only individual who may legally commit the Government to the expenditure of public funds.  No costs chargeable to the proposed Grant may be incurred before receipt of either a fully executed Grant or a specific, written authorization from the Grant Officer.

   Q.  The Recipient is reminded that U.S. Executive Orders and U.S. law prohibit transactions with, and the provision of resources and support to, individuals and organizations associated with terrorism.  It is the legal responsibility of the recipient to ensure compliance with these Executive Orders and laws.  This provision must be included in all subcontracts/subawards issued under this agreement.

   R.  Foreign Government Delegations to International Conferences - Funds in this agreement, and in any amendments may not be used to finance the travel, per diem, hotel expenses, meals, conference fees or other conference costs for any member of a foreign government's delegation to an international conference sponsored by a public international organization, except as provided in ADS Mandatory Reference "Guidance on Funding Foreign Government Delegations to International Conferences [http://www.info.usaid.gov/pubs/ads/300/refindx3.htm] or as approved by the [CO/AO/CTO].

PRE-AWARD APPROVAL OF THE BRANDING STRATEGY AND MARKING PLAN
I.  Pre-award Review and Approval of the Branding Strategy:  22 C.F.R. 226.91(f) requires that, after the evaluation of the applications, the USAID Agreement Officer will request the Apparently Successful Applicant to submit a Branding Strategy that describes how the program, project, or activity is named and positioned; how it is promoted and communicated to beneficiaries and cooperating country citizens; and identifies all donors and explains how they will be acknowledged. USAID will not competitively evaluate the proposed Branding Strategy. The Agreement Officer will review the proposed Branding Strategy for adequacy to ensure that it:

· contains the required information on naming and positioning the USAID-funded program, project, or activity,

· promotes and communicates to cooperating country beneficiaries and citizens that the USAID-funded program, project, or activity is “from the American People”,

· is consistent with the stated objectives of the award; the Apparently Successful Applicant’s cost data submissions; the Apparently Successful Applicant’s project, activity, or program performance plan; and the regulatory requirements set out in 22 C.F.R. 226.91.

During the review of the Apparently Successful Applicant(s)’s Branding Strategy, the Agreement Officer will coordinate as necessary with the Activity Manager, the Technical Evaluation Panel and the communications specialist.  Following completion of the review, the Agreement Officer will negotiate any required changes to the Branding Strategy with the Apparently Successful Applicant(s), approve the Branding Strategy, and include the Branding Strategy as part of the assistance award.

When requesting a Branding Strategy, the Agreement Officer will establish a reasonable time frame for submittal, review, and negotiation. If the Apparently Successful Applicant(s) fail(s) to submit or negotiate an acceptable Branding Strategy within the time specified by the Agreement Officer, that/those Applicant(s) become(s) ineligible for award.

II. Pre-award Review and Approval of the Marking Plan:  22 C.F.R. 226.91(f) also requires that, after evaluation of the applications, the USAID Agreement Officer will request the Apparently Successful Applicant(s) to submit a Marking Plan that will detail the public communications, commodities, and program materials intended to visibly bear the USAID Identity. USAID must not evaluate the Marking Plan competitively. The Agreement Officer will review the proposed Marking Plan for adequacy, coordinating as necessary with the Activity Manager, Technical Evaluation Panel and the communications specialist. Following completion of the review, the Agreement Office will negotiate any required changes to the Marking Plan with the Apparently Successful Applicant, approve the Marking Plan, and include the Marking Plan as part of the assistance award. The Agreement Officer will ensure that any estimated costs associated with branding and marking are included in the Total Estimated Amount of the grant or cooperative agreement or other assistance award.

When requesting a Marking Plan, the Agreement Officer will establish a reasonable time frame for submittal, review, and negotiation. If the Apparently Successful Applicant(s) fail(s) to submit or negotiate an acceptable Marking Plan within the time specified by the Agreement Officer, that/those Applicant(s) become(s) ineligible for award.

The Marking Plan may include requests for approval of a Presumptive Exception or Exceptions identified at 22 C.F.R. 226 (h). Presumptive Exceptions exempt a general marking requirement for a particular USAID-funded public communication, commodity, or program material or other deliverable, or a category of USAID-funded public communications, commodities, and program materials, or other deliverables that would otherwise be required to visibly bear the USAID Identity.

The Agreement Officer will negotiate and accept or reject the Apparently Successful Applicant(s)’s request for a Presumptive Exception as part of the overall negotiation of the Marking Plan and include any Presumptive Exceptions granted in the final negotiated Marking Plan. A list of the Presumptive Exceptions is found in the Provision “Marking Plan – Assistance,” contained in the enclosed sample award format.

During the review and approval of Presumptive Exceptions, the Agreement Officer should coordinate and consult with the Activity Manager, communication specialist, and other personnel as needed (including, if necessary, the Principal Officer). The Agreement Officer may request advice and recommendations from these personnel if necessary.

The Agreement Officer’s approval of the marking plan will include a list of the approved Presumptive Exceptions and the public communications, commodities, and program materials, or other deliverables exempted.

SECTION B - SELECTION CRITERIA

 The criteria presented below have been tailored to the requirements of this particular RFA.  Applicants should note that these criteria serve to: (a) identify the significant matters which applicants should address in their applications and (b) set the standard against which all applications will be evaluated.  

 The technical applications will be evaluated in accordance with the Technical Evaluation Criteria set forth below.  Thereafter, the cost application of the apparently successful applicant(s) will be analyzed for realism, reasonableness, allowability, and allocability of proposed costs.  

Negotiations will be conducted with the Apparently Successful Applicant(s).   Award(s) will be made to the responsible applicant(s) whose application(s) offers the greatest value, cost and other factors considered. 

 The technical applications will be screened by a technical review panel at USAID/Haiti.  Following the review of the applications, a letter will be sent to all applicants detailing the outcome of the review.  USAID reserves the right to determine the final funding level of the resultant award(s).

The criteria set forth below will be used by the technical review panel to evaluate applications submitted in response to this RFA.  The three main selection criteria below are listed in relative order of importance with the maximum number of points to be assigned to each in the selection process.  The sub-criteria listed under each main criterion are of equal importance under that criterion and will be assigned equal weight under that criterion in the selection process.  The Instructions to the Applicant (SECTION A) provide a detailed list of questions which serve as notification of USAID expectations in terms of application content.  Applicants are encouraged to propose performance outputs and results beyond those indicated if they are appropriate measures of the implementation approach proposed.

SECTION C - PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

C.1. BACKGROUND

A.  Problem Statement


Haiti occupies one third of the Hispaniola Island it shares with the Dominican Republic. The population density is 300 inhabitants per square kilometer. In certain areas of Port-au-Prince this density reaches 2,500.  Haiti’s GNP per capita in 2003 was $332, down from $632 in 1980, a decline of 90% over 23 years, whereas the GNP per capita for the Latin America and Caribbean (LAC) region for 2005 was $3,580. Two-thirds of Haiti’s population lives in abject poverty.  Life expectancy at birth is 50.0 years, compared to 70.5 years for the LAC region, and the infant mortality rate is 57 per 1,000 (31.2 per 1,000 for the LAC region).  Fifty percent of the population is below 24 years of age, and over 50% of them have never attended or did not complete primary school. UNESCO 2005 data indicate that only 66.2 % of youth 15 to 24 years of age are literate, compared to 95.5% for the LAC region. 

Nearly 40% of Haitians have no access to basic primary health care.  Haiti’s health indicators reveal that the country’s health system is weak.  Haiti has the highest under-five mortality in the Western Hemisphere with approximately 12.5% of children dying before reaching the age of 5 years, followed by Bolivia with 9.0%.  Haiti has the highest maternal mortality rate in the region at approximately 630 deaths/ 100,000 live births—close to the maternal mortality rates in some regions of Africa.  Close to 200,000 people are HIV positive, with approximately 3,000 dying annually.  While the recent 2005 Demographic Health Survey (DHS 2005) suggests that trends in mortality and morbidity are going down, they are still worrisome.  

The dismal state of key health indicators is a result of lack of access to quality health care services and to potable water and chronic food insecurity.  Access to quality health care across the country is challenged due to poor health infrastructure and disruption of services (notably within the capital of Port-au-Prince, which has struggled with insecurity and violence in several neighborhoods over the last several years). Insecurity and violence have also contributed to a deterioration of services: lack of equipment, inadequately trained staff, and poor management of health facilities, especially by the public sector.  Although there is engagement of communities and civil society, notably NGO support, to participate in addressing health issues, both the supply and demand sides of health services need to be strengthened in both the public and non-public health care delivery sectors.  

The NGO sector has been the stable provider of social services both in urban and rural settings, despite the cycles of civil and political unrest in Haiti. Several international PVOs and local Haitian NGOs are present in Haiti and have a breadth of experience in delivering clinic and community-based social sector and support services.   While the Government of Haiti is building its own capacity to strategically lead and manage on a national scale the delivery of health care services, the NGO sector remains a strong partner to the Government of Haiti and provides a solid foundation for the entire social sector.  

The objective of the “Integrated HIV/AIDS CommunityCare Program”, through this award, is to strengthen, expand and coordinate NGO community-based HIVAIDS services, integrating child health, reproductive health (maternal, family planning), tuberculosis detection and treatment,  and other social sector assistance, where applicable, to improve the quality of livelihoods of vulnerable Haitian families.  

B. Government of Haiti and Other Donor Programs

Government of Haiti

The Government of Haiti aims to strengthen governance and health service delivery capacity in order to respond to the needs of its citizens.  In November 2005, the MSPP published its “Plan Stratégique National pour la Reform du Secteur de la Santé”, which lay out the Ministry’s new approach toward integration of health services and its strategy to deliver a basic minimum package of health services closer to the people.  The Prime Minister further outlined major government priorities in a speech before the Haitian Parliament in June 2006.  As a major long-term goal, he emphasized the modernization of the State and the deployment of State functions to all regions of Haiti, i.e. deconcentration and decentralization of State functions and services.  Between June 2006 and September 2007, a process was completed to have each Department develop a department-level health plan with a budget.  These Department Health Plans were integrated into one national costed health plan for Haiti, which was officially approved by the Government of Haiti.  Since October 2007, each Department has been empowered to implement and manage their respective health plans, while the central level focuses on strengthening its executive function oversight of each of the Departments.  To support the Government of Haiti’s efforts to decentralize health care services and governance, department-level donor coordination meetings have been initiated.  

Other Donor Programs

The United States is the single largest donor in the health sector with Canada, the Global Fund for HIV/AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria, and the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB) making substantial investments in Haiti’s health sector.  The Global Fund is the second largest HIV/AIDS donor ($20 million per year) and a major donor in Haiti for tuberculosis and malaria, providing about $6 million dollars for each annually. The current Global Fund HIV/AIDS grants will continue through 2014; the tuberculosis and malaria grants will continue through 2011. Canada and Brazil provide significant resources to the MSPP for immunization. Canada recently launched a five-year $100 million program in four departments which supports public sector services, university training in public health, and pilot projects in commune-level service delivery with a specific focus on maternal care within hospital settings.  The IDB funds a four-year $38 million health project with the Government of Haiti which will end in 2008 to work at the commune level to construct, renovate and equip commune level health care facilities and train clinic staff.   The WHO/PAHO, UNFPA, UNICEF, French Cooperation, and the EU are providing technical assistance and commodities in selected departments and equipment support to the public sector.

C.  USAID/Haiti’s Health Strategy

The U.S. Government (USG) focuses its foreign assistance on five priority objectives to meet the goal of “Helping to build and sustain democratic, well-governed states that will respond to the needs of their people and conduct themselves responsibly in the international system”. Refer to http://www.state.gov/f for extensive information and details on the new Foreign Assistance Framework, objectives, program elements and sub-elements.

· Peace and Security: recognizing these as platforms for further political, economic and social progress;

· Governing Justly and Democratically: recognizing that effective, accountable, democratic governance is a vital foundation for sustainable progress;

· Investing in People: recognizing that human capacity must be strengthened in order to promote and sustain success;

· Economic Growth: recognizing that economic progress and poverty reduction are critical underpinnings of sustainable development; and 

· Humanitarian Assistance: recognizing the United States’ commitment to alleviate human suffering and respond to destabilizing humanitarian disasters.

The USAID country strategy for Haiti builds on over 40 years of USG humanitarian relief, health, economic growth, and democracy development experience. The strategy focuses development assistance through the analytic lens of these five objectives described above within the U.S. Government defined country category of “Rebuilding Countries” (i.e. states in or emerging from and rebuilding after internal or external conflict).  The USAID country strategy has three types of geographic targeted areas:  1) conflict-vulnerable areas ( Petit Goave, Port-au-Prince, St. Marc, Gonaives, Cap Haitian and Les Cayes), especially the cities and rural sending areas and the hotspots they surround; 2) targeted watersheds (Limbe, Montrouis), where interventions will stabilize environmental conditions, mitigate the impact of natural disasters, and create assets and employment; and 3) other locations that are self-targeting by activity (e.g., regional and district courts, departmental health offices, mango processing centers) or provide particular opportunities for impact, such as food insecure and vulnerable populations and families  living with HIV/AIDS.  

This RFA focuses on implementing U.S. Government development assistance primarily but not exclusively, when applicable, under Objective 3  Investing in People, 3.1 Health Program Area, specifically on these five program elements: 

· Program element 3.1.1:  HIV/AIDS

· Program element 3.1.2:  Tuberculosis

· Program element 3.1.6:  Maternal and Child Health

· Program element 3.1.7 : Family Planning

· Program element 3.1.8: Water and Sanitation

The overall aim of USG development assistance within these program elements is to reduce the transmission and mitigate the impact of HIV/AIDS, increase the detection and treatment of tuberculosis, increase the use of basic reproductive and child health services, increase access to potable water, and to overall improve livelihoods at the community and household level.   Annually, the U.S. Government provides approximately US$120 million to Haiti to support the achievement of results under the Investing in People Objective, of which approximately US$100 million is for HIV/AIDS, $9 million for maternal and child health, $9 million for family planning, and $1 million for tuberculosis.  USAID is currently developing a new multi-year water and sanitation program that will be approximately $8 million over three years.   

Haiti is a U.S. Government focus country for HIV/AIDS under the U.S. Presidential HIV/AIDS Initiative, commonly referred to as PEPFAR.  The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and USAID are the two primary U.S. Government agencies responsible for implementing HIV/AIDS development assistance in Haiti, through a comprehensive program covering HIV prevention, care and support for those infected and affected by the disease and antiretroviral (ARV) treatment for eligible patients.  The HIV/AIDS activities and implementing partners are further described in detail below.  

USAID manages all of the maternal and child health, family planning, tuberculosis and water and sanitation development assistance to Haiti.  A majority of this funding is programmed into one integrated health services program called Sante et Developpement pour la Stabilite en Haiti – SDSH Pwoje Djanm.  Management Sciences for Health (MSH) is the primary implementing partner responsible for achieving results through this bilateral health program.  SDSH Pwoje Djanm has three main focuses – (1) deliver a basic package of health care services to approximately 50% of the population in Haiti through 80 NGO clinics and 72 public sector clinics; (2) provide support to the Government of Haiti to increase their capacity to carry out the executive function of management of a national health care system as well as reform and strengthen three health management systems - financial management, information management, and health commodities management and logistics; and (3) mobilize private sector partners for the health sector in Haiti.   

While other donors are providing major inputs to the national health system, little investment is being made to ensure adequate drug and consumable supplies.  USAID is the major supplier of contraceptives and supports the logistics and distribution of these contraceptives to USAID target areas.  UNFPA also provides commodities, which includes condoms and other contraceptives; UNICEF provides vaccines for maternal and child immunization.   In addition, the U.S. Government, through USAID, purchases HIV/AIDS commodities which include anti-retroviral drugs, HIV rapid tests and other diagnostic reagents, laboratory supplies and drugs for opportunistic infections and provides technical assistance to strengthen commodities logistics and distribution for these HIV commodities in each of the 10 Departments.  HIV/AIDS commodities are also supplied by the Global Fund for AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria.
The following are specific U.S. Government-supported programs with which applicants should strongly consider close coordination, integration and/or inclusion of activities within the overall proposed technical approach.  

HIV/AIDS 

Haiti has one of the oldest HIV epidemics in the western hemisphere.  Although the prevalence rate has decreased over the past 10 years, it is still a generalized epidemic with a national HIV prevalence rate of over 2% and approximately 3,000 deaths from the disease annually.  The U.S. Government HIV/AIDS program covers AIDS prevention, care and treatment implemented through the Ministry of Health’s healthcare system and through approximately 45 international and local NGO partners. Medical prevention is addressed through the MOH and Haitian Red Cross blood safety program and through a safe injection program at major public hospitals.  HIV prevention activities are carried out through information, education and communication programs, encouraging behavior change and addressing AIDS-related stigma and discrimination. A significant portion of the US Government support is used for HIV detection (counseling and testing), providing health care and anti-retroviral treatment for HIV positive individuals and preventing the transmission of the virus from HIV positive mothers to their infants (PMTCT.)  Support to hospitals, clinics and health centers that provide these services includes renovation, equipment, drugs and laboratory supplies, provider training and supervision and mentoring of clinicians to ensure they are providing quality of care.  Care for persons infected and affected by HIV and AIDS is also channeled through community programs where support is provided to orphans and vulnerable children (OVC) and people living with HIV/AIDS (PLWHA) and their families in a family-centered approach. The community–based interventions also help to ensure that PLWHA adhere to their health care and treatment programs as well as create demand for HIV testing and PMTCT services. 

The USG PEPFAR program supports clinical services through eight implementing partners, each with its own network of HIV/AIDS service delivery sites:  

· the Government of Haiti’s Ministry of Health, funded through CDC
· GHESKIO, funded through CDC
· Partners in Health (PIH), funded through CDC
· MSH, funded through USAID (SDSH Pwoje Djanm briefly described above), 

· The AIDS Relief Consortium, funded through the USG’s Human Resources and Services Administrtion (HRSA) 

· FOSREF, funded through CDC
· POZ, funded through CDC and 

· Family Health International, funded through CDC.  

The last three of these partners provide only HIV counseling and testing and health care for PLWHA that does not involve ARV therapy.   (See the list of individual sites included as a document in the list of additional background documents for Applicants in preparation for applications, Section C.3. ADDITIONAL BACKGROUND INFORMATION).

To ensure that all PLWHA enrolled in clinical services also have support and care at the home and community level and that all OVC have adequate support, PEPFAR funds are currently channeled through five NGO partners, each responsible for OVC and PLWHA care at the community and family level as well as overall coordination of USG support in community care in one or more regional departments.  These include: 

· CRS/Haiti, funded through USAID, for the Grand’Anse, South, Nippes, Artibonite and Northwest Departments 

· Family Health International, funded through CDC, for the Southeast and North departments 

· Partners in Health, funded through CDC, for the Central Department 

· Plan International, funded through USAID, for the Northeast Department 

· World Concern, funded through USAID, for the West Department   

It is expected that continuity of services provided by the three USAID partners, CRS, Plan International and World Concern, will be ensured by the program(s) proposed in response to this RFA.   Additionally, the program(s) proposed in response to this RFA will ensure the continuity of HIV/AIDS community care services currently provided by FOSREF and Maison Arc-en-Ciel in Cite Soleil.
The current USAID-funded agreements, with their end dates are:

· Plan International agreement ends September 30, 2009

· World Concern agreement ends September 30, 2009.  

· CRS agreement ends in January 31 2009.  

· World Vision agreement ends December 31, 2008.  
· FOSREF-Cite Soleil agreement ends September 30, 2009.

· Arc-en-Ciel Cite agreement ends September 30, 2009. 

In addition to ensuring the continuity of the services provided by the above USAID-funded NGOs, opportunities exist to expand HIV/AIDS support and care to larger numbers of PLWHA and OVC in collaboration with the Title II food assistance activities (see brief description below) and other NGOs that provide assistance to PLWHA and OVC in geographical areas not already covered by USAID-funded projects. 

Tuberculosis 

Haiti has the highest TB incidence rate in the Latin America and Caribbean (LAC) Region with an estimated incidence of 306 cases per 100,000 population (2004).  There is still a considerable way to go to achieve the national and global targets of 70% case detection and 85% treatment success.  Only 55% of the country is covered by the Directly Observed Therapy-short course (DOTS).   There is a 40% co-infection rate for HIV and TB and the lack of integrated detection and treatment programs hinders care and treatment.   The National Tuberculosis Program has a Global Fund grant.  There are three primary NGOs – ICC, CARE and CDS - that implement several elements of the Global Fund TB program in Haiti.  USAID’s main health bilateral program, SDSH Pwoje Djanm, within the clinics it supports targets TB assistance to further expand case detection and treatment referral in support of the National Tuberculosis Program objectives.  Several opportunities exist to expand USG results in TB through those Title II food assistance activities (see brief description below) implemented by partners that may already be doing TB activities or by further expanding successful community- and/or clinic-based TB services of existing NGOs in Haiti, such as International Child Care, Centre de Developpement et Sante (CDS), CARE, GHESKIO and Partners in Health.
Maternal and Child Health 

Although the infant and child mortality rate has decreased slightly, most of the full range of indicators underlying the rate have either stagnated or worsened over the last five years.  Breastfeeding has fallen to unacceptably low levels.  Immunizations range from 10% to 40% nationwide.  The incidence of diarrhea and acute respiratory infections (ARI) have held steady, but rates of treatment of ARI have been nearly halved.  Malnutrition among children and pregnant women remain high.  Over 75% of women are delivering at home unassisted by a trained health care provider.  The USAID health bilateral program, SDSH Pwoje Djanm, is focusing USAID maternal and child health assistance on increasing the use of basic health services within SDSH Pwoje Djanm’s target population, specifically prenatal and post-partum care, assisted deliveries, treatment of diarrheal disease and acute respiratory infections in children, nutrition counseling and education (including breastfeeding) and vitamin A supplementation.   This U.S. maternal and child health development assistance will continue through SDSH Pwoje Djanm until the end of the agreement in August 2010.  Several opportunities exist to expand USG results in maternal and child health through Title II food assistance activities (see brief description below) or by further expanding successful community- and clinic-based services of existing NGOs in Haiti, such as the Haiti Health Foundation, Centre de Developpement et Sante, Medishare and CityMed.
Family Planning

The 2005 DHS concluded that the fertility rate (the average number of children per woman of reproductive age) fell from 4.7 children per woman in 2000 to an average of 4 children per women. The rapidly dropping rates of fertility do not correspond with the stagnant levels of contraceptive use.  The contraceptive prevalence rate (the numbers of women of reproductive age using contraception) increased only slightly from 22% in 2000 to 24.8% in 2006— and remains one of the lowest rates in the Western Hemisphere.   The USAID health bilateral program, SDSH Pwoje Djanm, is focusing USAID family planning assistance on increasing the use of voluntary modern contraception by men and women living within Pwoje Djanm’s target areas.   USAID also provides family planning commodities to all US Government supported sites that are delivering family planning services and who are incompliance with the U.S. Government Tiahrt regulations.  This U.S. Government family planning development assistance will continue through SDSH Pwoje Djanm until the end of the agreement in August 2010.  Several opportunities exist to expand USG results in family planning through those Title II food assistance activities (see brief description below) that include family planning or by further expanding successful community- and clinic-based services of existing NGOs in Haiti, such as the Foundation for Reproductive and Family Health (FOSREF), Profamil and DASH (Development of Health Activities in Haiti).
Food Program

USAID/Haiti has a Title II food assistance program through three multi-year assistance program (MYAP) Title II food program mechanisms with World Vision (WV), Catholic Relief Services (CRS), and ACDI-VOCA.   World Vision is geographically covering communities in the Central and West Departments CRS is covering communities in the South and Grand’Anse Departments, and ACDI-VOCA is covering communities in the South East Department   Each of these MYAP Title II partners is planning on using the funding from monetized food programming to deliver clinic- and/or community-based health care services.  Several opportunities exist to expand USG results in HIV/AIDS, maternal and child health, family planning and tuberculosis through these Title II food assistance partner activities.
C.2. ACHIEVING PROGRAM RESULTS 

The overall objective of the “Integrated HIV/AIDS Community Care Program”, through this RFA, is to strengthen, expand and coordinate NGO community-based HIV services, integrating child health, reproductive health (maternal health and family planning), tuberculosis detection and treatment, and other social sector services, where applicable, to improve livelihoods and the overall quality of lives of vulnerable Haitian families at the community level. 

USAID/Haiti has budgeted approximately up to $125 million for program activities ending September 30, 2014.  The following table provides an illustrative budget per Fiscal Year (FY) of the total amount and type of funding to be allocated each fiscal year, pending actual Congressionally approved funding levels for development assistance in Haiti on an annual basis.  Recipient(s) will be required to program and report on funds based on the funding amount vis-a-vis type of funding received each year.  FY2007 and FY2008 will be combined to support the first year of activities under this agreement.

USAID encourages applicants to design and propose a community-based program, consistent with USAID regulations, that: 

· Creates a strategic vision and platform for integrating and coordinating on a large geographic scale HIV community-based activities through NGOs within the parameters of the PEPFAR Program’s community care and support strategic approach and guidance (refer to additional background documents for Applicants in preparation for applications, Section C.3. ADDITIONAL BACKGROUND INFORMATION).;

· integrates, where applicable, maternal and child health, family planning, and tuberculosis community- and clinic-based activities with the HIV activities; 

· strategically selects NGO partners and/or sub-recipients who currently already have strong community- and clinic-based programs in Haiti and would succeed in providing both HIV and other health services, as well as food security interventions, in an integrated manner;

· strategically designs grant application processes for bringing on new NGO partners, as appropriate and applicable, to achieve results;

· leverages and expands results currently being achieved by other U.S. Government implementing partners and other donors in support of the Government of Haiti’s national health strategy and poverty reduction strategy (PRSP);

· further strengthens the institutional capacity of those NGOs that need to strengthen their abilities to design, implement, coordinate, manage and monitor community- and/or clinic-based activities;

· puts in place a cost efficient and programmatically and administratively strong management team and systems that will efficiently perform three overall functions – (1) provide the strategic guidance to coordinate and integrate sub-recipient NGO activities under one cohesive technical approach; 2) efficiently manage the financial “funds flow” and sub-granting processes to NGOs; and (3) monitor, evaluate and report on program effectiveness and results achieved annually. 

Specific HIV community-based activities should include: 

· working closely with HIV/AIDS care and treatment sites (hospitals, clinics), particularly those of the MOH, to ensure community follow-up of all enrolled HIV patients;

· providing support to people living with HIV and AIDS (PLWHA) and their families, including home visits, provision of commodities and services in the basic package of home services (potable water system, treated bed nets, condoms, personal hygiene items);

· facilitating access to cash-for-work, micro-credit and job skills programs to assist with income generation for families affected by HIV/AIDS;

· providing support to HIV post-test clubs and PLWHA support groups at the community level;

· referring all partners and children of PLWHA to a designated site for HIV counseling and testing;

· conducting follow-up with enrolled PLWHA to ensure they do not miss their clinic appointments for care and treatment;

· referring all pregnant women in the community to a designated site for HIV testing and counseling;

· following up with all HIV positive pregnant women to encourage adherence to the PMTCT plan laid out for them, including the provision of preventive drugs for the new-born infants;

· referring community members  to designated sites for diagnosis and treatment of TB and sexually transmitted infections, as needed; 

· providing support to orphans and vulnerable children (OVC), both infected and affected by HIV and AIDS, in one or more of the six intervention areas identified in the PEPFAR OVC guidance (refer to additional background documents for Applicants in preparation for applications, Section C.3. ADDITIONAL BACKGROUND INFORMATION).

Specific maternal and child health community- and/or clinic-based activities, where applicable within the Applicant’s strategic approach, should include: 

· raising awareness of the importance of pregnant women receiving prenatal and post partum care, and assisted deliveries with a skilled birth attendant;

· improving behavioral practices to address malnutrition, respiratory and diarrheal diseases at the community and house-hold level;

· increasing access to and use of child health services to prevent disease and treat common childhood illness. 

Specific family planning community- and/or clinic-based activities, where applicable within the applicant’s strategic approach, should include: 

· raising awareness of the reproductive and child health as well as economic benefits of voluntary family planning;

· increasing access to and use of modern family planning counseling and services. 

Specific tuberculosis community- and/or clinic-based activities, where applicable within the applicant’s strategic approach, should include:

· expanding the reach of the current National Tuberculosis Program’s Directly Observed Treatment (DOTS) through NGOs that carry out community and/or clinic-based TB activities.

(c) Implementation of marking requirements. 
(1) When the grant or cooperative agreement contains an approved Marking Plan, the recipient will implement the requirements of this provision following the approved Marking Plan.

(2) The request will describe the compelling political, safety, security concerns, or adverse impact that require a waiver, detail the circumstances and rationale for the waiver, detail the specific requirements to be waived, the specific portion of the Marking Plan to be waived, or specific marking to be waived, and include a description of how program materials will be marked (if at all) if the USAID Identity is removed. The request should also provide a rationale for any use of recipient’s own identity/logo or that of a third party on materials that will be subject to the waiver.

(3) Approved waivers are not limited in duration but are subject to Principal Officer review at any time, due to changed circumstances. 

(4) Approved waivers “flow down” to recipients of subawards unless specified otherwise. The waiver may also include the removal of USAID markings already affixed, if circumstances warrant. 

(5) Determinations regarding waiver requests are subject to appeal to the Principal Officer’s cognizant Assistant Administrator. The recipient may appeal by submitting a written request to reconsider the Principal Officer’s waiver determination to the cognizant Assistant Administrator. 

(e) Non-retroactivity. The requirements of this provision do not apply to any materials, events, or commodities produced prior to January 2, 2006. The requirements of this provision do not apply to program, project, or activity sites funded by USAID, including visible infrastructure projects (for example, roads, bridges, buildings) or other programs, projects, or activities that are physical in nature (for example, agriculture, forestry, water management) where the construction and implementation of these are complete prior to January 2, 2006 and the period of the grant does not extend past January 2, 2006.

15. REGULATIONS GOVERNING EMPLOYEES (AUGUST 1992) 
(The following applies to the recipient's employees working in the cooperating country under the agreement who are not citizens of the cooperating country.) 

a. The recipient's employees shall maintain private status and may not rely on local U.S. Government offices or facilities for support while under this grant. 

b. The sale of personal property or automobiles by recipient employees and their dependents in the foreign country to which they are assigned shall be subject to the same limitations and prohibitions which apply to direct-hire USAID personnel employed by the Mission, including the rules contained in 22 CFR Part 136, except as this may conflict with host government regulations. 

c. Other than work to be performed under this award for which an employee is assigned by the recipient, no employee of the recipient shall engage directly or indirectly, either in the individual's own name or in the name or through an agency of another person, in any business, profession, or occupation in the foreign countries to which the individual is assigned, nor shall the individual make loans or investments to or in any business, profession or occupation in the foreign countries to which the individual is assigned. 

d. The recipient's employees, while in a foreign country, are expected to show respect for its conventions, customs, and institutions, to abide by its applicable laws and regulations, and not to interfere in its internal political affairs. 

e. In the event the conduct of any recipient employee is not in accordance with the preceding paragraphs, the recipient's chief of party shall consult with the USAID Mission Director and the employee involved and shall recommend to the recipient a course of action with regard to such employee. 

f. The parties recognize the rights of the U.S. Ambassador to direct the removal from a country of any U.S. citizen or the discharge from this grant award of any third country national when, in the discretion of the Ambassador, the interests of the United States so require. 

g. If it is determined, either under (e) or (f) above, that the services of such employee should be terminated, the recipient shall use its best efforts to cause the return of such employee to the United States, or point of origin, as appropriate.

16. CONVERSION OF UNITED STATES DOLLARS TO LOCAL CURRENCY (NOVEMBER 1985) 
(This provision applies when activities are undertaken outside the United States.) 

Upon arrival in the Cooperating Country, and from time to time as appropriate, the recipient's chief of party shall consult with the Mission Director who shall provide, in writing, the procedure the recipient and its employees shall follow in the conversion of United States dollars to local currency. This may include, but is not limited to, the conversion of currency through the cognizant United States Disbursing Officer or Mission Controller, as appropriate.

17. USE OF POUCH FACILITIES (AUGUST 1992) 
(This provision applies when activities are undertaken outside the United States.) 

a. Use of diplomatic pouch is controlled by the Department of State. The Department of State has authorized the use of pouch facilities for USAID recipients and their employees as a general policy, as detailed in items (1) through (6) below. However, the final decision regarding use of pouch facilities rest with the Embassy or USAID Mission. In consideration of the use of pouch facilities, the recipient and its employees agree to indemnify and hold harmless, the Department of State and USAID for loss or damage occurring in pouch transmission: 

(1) Recipients and their employees are authorized use of the pouch for transmission and receipt of up to a maximum of .9 kgs per shipment of correspondence and documents needed in the administration of assistance programs. 

(2) U.S. citizen employees are authorized use of the pouch for personal mail up to a maximum of .45 kgs per shipment (but see (a)(3) below). 

(3) Merchandise, parcels, magazines, or newspapers are not considered to be personal mail for purposes of this standard provision and are not authorized to be sent or received by pouch. 

(4) Official and personal mail pursuant to a.1. and 2. above sent by pouch should be addressed as follows:

(5) Mail sent via the diplomatic pouch may not be in violation of U.S. Postal laws and may not contain material ineligible for pouch transmission. 

(6) Recipient personnel are NOT authorized use of military postal facilities (APO/FPO). This is an Adjutant General's decision based on existing laws and regulations governing military postal facilities and is being enforced worldwide. 

b. The recipient shall be responsible for advising its employees of this authorization, these guidelines, and limitations on use of pouch facilities. c. Specific additional guidance on grantee use of pouch facilities in accordance with this standard provision is available from the Post Communication Center at the Embassy or USAID Mission.

18. INTERNATIONAL AIR TRAVEL AND TRANSPORTATION (JUNE 1999) 
(This provision is applicable when costs for international travel or transportation will be paid for with USAID funds. This provision is not applicable if the recipient is providing for travel with private funds as part of a cost-sharing requirement, or with Program Income generated under the award.) 

a. PRIOR BUDGET APPROVAL 

In accordance with OMB Cost Principles, direct charges for foreign travel costs are allowable only when each foreign trip has received prior budget approval. Such approval will be deemed to have been met when: 

(1) the trip is identified. Identification is accomplished by providing the following information: the number of trips, the number of individuals per trip, and the destination country(s). 

(2) the information noted at (a)(1) above is incorporated in: the proposal, the program description or schedule of the award, the implementation plan (initial or revisions), or amendments to the award; and 

(3) the costs related to the travel are incorporated in the approved budget of the award. 

The Agreement Officer may approve travel which has not been incorporated in writing as required by paragraph (a)(2). In such case, a copy of the Agreement Officer's approval must be included in the agreement file. 

b. NOTIFICATION 

(1) As long as prior budget approval has been met in accordance with paragraph (a) above, a separate Notification will not be necessary unless: 

(i) the primary purpose of the trip is to work with USAID Mission personnel, or 

(ii) the recipient expects significant administrative or substantive programmatic support from the Mission. 

Neither the USAID Mission nor the Embassy will require Country Clearance of employees or contractors of USAID Recipients. 

(2) Where notification is required in accordance with paragraph (1)(i) or (ii) above, the recipient will observe the following standards: 

(i) Send a written notice to the cognizant USAID Technical Office in the Mission. If the recipient's primary point of contact is a Technical Officer in USAID/W, the recipient may send the notice to that person. It will be the responsibility of the USAID/W Technical Officer to forward the notice to the field. 

(ii) The notice should be sent as far in advance as possible, but at least 14 calendar days in advance of the proposed travel. This notice may be sent by fax or e-mail. The recipient should retain proof that notification was made. 

(iii) The notification shall contain the following information: the award number, the cognizant Technical Officer, the traveler's name (if known), date of arrival, and the purpose of the trip. 

(iv) The USAID Mission will respond only if travel has been denied. It will be the responsibility of the Technical Officer in the Mission to contact the recipient within 5 working days of having received the notice if the travel is denied. If the recipient has not received a response within the time frame, the recipient will be considered to have met these standards for notification, and may travel. 

(v) If a subrecipient is required to issue a Notification, as per this section, the subrecipient may contact the USAID Technical Officer directly, or the prime may contact USAID on the subrecipient's behalf. 

c. SECURITY ISSUES 

Recipients are encouraged to obtain the latest Department of State Travel Advisory Notices before travelling. These Notices are available to the general public and may be obtained directly from the State Department, or via Internet. 

Where security is a concern in a specific region, recipients may choose to notify the US Embassy of their presence when they have entered the country. This may be especially important for long-term posting.

d. USE OF U.S.-OWNED LOCAL CURRENCY 

Travel to certain countries shall, at USAID's option, be funded from U.S.-owned local currency. When USAID intends to exercise this option, USAID will either issue a U.S. Government S.F. 1169, Transportation Request (GTR) which the grantee may exchange for tickets, or issue the tickets directly. Use of such U.S.-owned currencies will constitute a dollar charge to this grant. 

e. THE FLY AMERICA ACT 

The Fly America Act (49 U.S.C. 40118) requires that all air travel and shipments under this award must be made on U.S. flag air carriers to the extent service by such carriers is available. The Administrator of General Services Administration (GSA) is authorized to issue regulations for purposes of implementation. Those regulations may be found at 41 CFR part 301, and are hereby incorporated by reference into this award. 

f. COST PRINCIPLES 

The recipient will be reimbursed for travel and the reasonable cost of subsistence, post differentials and other allowances paid to employees in international travel status in accordance with the recipient's applicable cost principles and established policies and practices which are uniformly applied to federally financed and other activities of the grantee. 

If the recipient does not have written established policies regarding travel costs, the standard for determining the reasonableness of reimbursement for overseas allowance will be the Standardized Regulations (Government Civilians, Foreign Areas), published by the U.S. Department of State, as from time to time amended. The most current subsistence, post differentials, and other allowances may be obtained from the Agreement Officer. 

g. SUBAWARDS. 

This provision will be included in all subawards and contracts which require international air travel and transportation under this award.

19. OCEAN SHIPMENT OF GOODS (JUNE 1999) 
(This provision is applicable for awards and subawards for $100,000 or more and when goods purchased with funds provided under this award are transported to cooperating countries on ocean vessels whether or not award funds are used for the transportation.)
*An asterisk indicates that the adjacent information is new or substantively revised.
a. At least 50% of the gross tonnage of all goods purchased under this agreement and transported to the cooperating countries shall be made on privately owned U.S. flag commercial ocean vessels, to the extent such vessels are available at fair and reasonable rates for such vessels. 

b. At least 50% of the gross freight revenue generated by shipments of goods purchased under this agreement and transported to the cooperating countries on dry cargo liners shall be paid to or for the benefit of privately owned U.S. flag commercial ocean vessels to the extent such vessels are available at fair and reasonable rates for such vessels. 

c. When U.S. flag vessels are not available, or their use would result in a significant delay, the grantee may request a determination of non-availability from the USAID Transportation Division, Office of Procurement, Washington, D.C. 20523, giving the basis for the request which will relieve the grantee of the requirement to use U.S. flag vessels for the amount of tonnage included in the determination. Shipments made on non-free world ocean vessels are not reimbursable under this grant. 

d. The recipient shall send a copy of each ocean bill of lading, stating all of the carrier's charges including the basis for calculation such as weight or cubic measurement, covering a shipment under this agreement to:

e. Shipments by voluntary nonprofit relief agencies (i.e., PVOs) shall be governed by this standard provision and by USAID Regulation 2, "Overseas Shipments of Supplies by Voluntary Nonprofit Relief Agencies" (22 CFR Part 202). 

f. Shipments financed under this grant must meet applicable eligibility requirements set out in 22 CFR 228.21. 

[END OF PROVISION]

20. LOCAL PROCUREMENT (April 1998) 
(This provision applies when activities are undertaken outside the United States.) 

a. Financing local procurement involves the use of appropriated funds to finance the procurement of goods and services supplied by local businesses, dealers or producers, with payment normally being in the currency of the cooperating country. 

b. Locally financed procurements must be covered by source and nationality waivers as set forth in 22 CFR 228, Subpart F, except as provided for in mandatory standard provision, "USAID Eligibility Rules for Goods and Services," or when one of the following exceptions applies: 

(1) Locally available commodities of U.S. origin, which are otherwise eligible for financing, if the value of the transaction is estimated not to exceed $100,000 exclusive of transportation costs. 

(2) Commodities of geographic code 935 origin if the value of the transaction does not exceed the local currency equivalent of $5,000. 

(3) Professional Services Contracts estimated not to exceed $250,000. 

(4) Construction Services Contracts estimated not to exceed $5,000,000. 

(5) Commodities and services available only in the local economy (no specific per transaction value applies to this category). This category includes the following items: 

(i) Utilities including fuel for heating and cooking, waste disposal and trash collection; 

(ii) Communications - telephone, telex, fax, postal and courier services; 

(iii) Rental costs for housing and office space; 

(iv) Petroleum, oils and lubricants for operating vehicles and equipment; 

(v) Newspapers, periodicals and books published in the cooperating country; 

(vi) Other commodities and services and related expenses that, by their 
nature or as a practical matter, can only be acquired, performed, or incurred in the cooperating country, e.g., vehicle maintenance, hotel accommodations, etc. 

c. The coverage on ineligible and restricted goods and services in the mandatory standard provision entitled, "USAID Eligibility Rules for Goods and Services," also apply to local procurement. 

d. This provision will be included in all subagreements where local procurement of goods or services is a supported element.

21. VOLUNTARY POPULATION PLANNING ACTIVITIES – MANDATORY REQUIREMENTS (MAY 2006) 
Requirements for Voluntary Sterilization Programs 

(1) None of the funds made available under this award shall be used to pay for the performance of involuntary sterilization as a method of family planning or to coerce or provide any financial incentive to any individual to practice sterilization. 

Prohibition on Abortion-Related Activities: 

(1) No funds made available under this award will be used to finance, support, or be attributed to the following activities: (i) procurement or distribution of equipment intended to be used for the purpose of inducing abortions as a method of family planning; (ii) special fees or incentives to any person to coerce or motivate them to have abortions; (iii) payments to persons to perform abortions or to solicit persons to undergo abortions; (iv) information, education, training, or communication programs that seek to promote abortion as a method of family planning; and (v) lobbying for or against abortion. The term “motivate”, as it relates to family planning assistance, shall not be construed to prohibit the provision, consistent with local law, of information or counseling about all pregnancy options. 

(2) No funds made available under this award will be used to pay for any biomedical research which relates, in whole or in part, to methods of, or the performance of, abortions or involuntary sterilizations as a means of family planning. Epidemiologic or descriptive research to assess the incidence, extent or consequences of abortions is not precluded.

ATTACHMENT 1:  AAPD 05-11 Marking under Assistance Instruments

I. BRANDING STRATEGY - ASSISTANCE (December 2005)

(a) Definitions

Branding Strategy means a strategy that is submitted at the specific request of a USAID Agreement Officer by an Apparently Successful Applicant after evaluation of an application for USAID funding, describing how the program, project, or activity is named and positioned, and how it is promoted and communicated to beneficiaries and host country citizens. It identifies all donors and explains how they will be acknowledged.

Apparently Successful Applicant(s) means the applicant(s) for USAID funding recommended for an award after evaluation, but who has not yet been awarded a grant, cooperative agreement or other assistance award by the Agreement Officer. The Agreement Officer will request that the Apparently Successful Applicants submit a Branding Strategy and Marking Plan. Apparently Successful Applicant status confers no right and constitutes no USAID commitment to an award.

USAID Identity (Identity) means the official marking for the Agency, comprised of the USAID logo and new brandmark, which clearly communicates that our assistance is from the American people. The USAID Identity is available on the USAID website and is provided without royalty, license, or 

other fee to recipients of USAID-funded grants or cooperative agreements or other assistance awards or subawards.

(b) Submission.

The Apparently Successful Applicant, upon request of the Agreement Officer, will submit and negotiate a Branding Strategy. The Branding Strategy will be included in and made a part of the resulting grant or cooperative agreement. The Branding Strategy will be negotiated within the time that the Agreement Officer specifies. Failure to submit and negotiate a Branding Strategy will make the applicant ineligible for award of a grant or cooperative agreement. The Apparently Successful Applicant must include all estimated costs associated with branding and marking USAID programs, such as plaques, stickers, banners, press events and

materials, and the like.

(c) Submission Requirements

At a minimum, the Apparently Successful Applicant’s Branding Strategy will address the following:

(1) Positioning

What is the intended name of this program, project, or activity?

Guidelines: USAID prefers to have the USAID Identity included as part of the program or project name, such as a "title sponsor," if possible and appropriate. It is acceptable to "co-brand" the title with USAID’s and the Apparently Successful Applicant’s identities. For example: "The USAID and [Apparently Successful Applicant] Health Center."

If it would be inappropriate or is not possible to "brand" the project this way, such as when rehabilitating a structure that already exists or if there are multiple donors, please explain and indicate how you intend to showcase USAID's involvement in publicizing the program or project. For example: School #123, rehabilitated by USAID and [Apparently Successful Applicant]/ [other donors]. Note: the Agency prefers "made possible by (or with) the generous support of the American People" next to the USAID Identity in acknowledging our contribution, instead of the phrase "funded by." USAID prefers local language translations.

Will a program logo be developed and used consistently to identify this program? If yes, please attach a copy of the proposed program logo.
Note: USAID prefers to fund projects that do NOT have a separate logo or identity that competes with the USAID Identity.

(2) Program Communications and Publicity

Who are the primary and secondary audiences for this project or program?

Guidelines: Please include direct beneficiaries and any special target segments or influencers. For Example: Primary audience: schoolgirls age 8-12, Secondary audience: teachers and parents–specifically mothers.

What communications or program materials will be used to explain or market the program to beneficiaries?

Guidelines: These include training materials, posters, pamphlets, Public Service Announcements, billboards, websites, and so forth.

What is the main program message(s)?

Guidelines: For example: "Be tested for HIV-AIDS" or "Have your child inoculated." Please indicate if you also plan to incorporate USAID’s primary message – this aid is "from the American people" – into the narrative of program materials. This is optional; however, marking with the USAID Identity is required.

Will the recipient announce and promote publicly this program or project to host country citizens? If yes, what press and promotional activities are planned?

Guidelines: These may include media releases, press conferences, public events, and so forth.

Note: incorporating the message, “USAID from the American People”, and the USAID Identity is required.

Please provide any additional ideas about how to increase awareness that the American people support this project or program.

Guidelines: One of our goals is to ensure that both beneficiaries and host-country citizens know that the aid the Agency is providing is "from the American people." Please provide any initial ideas on how to further this goal.

(3) Acknowledgements

Will there be any direct involvement from a host-country government ministry? If yes, please indicate which one or ones. Will the recipient acknowledge the ministry as an additional co-sponsor?

Note: it is perfectly acceptable and often encouraged for USAID to "co-brand" programs with government ministries.

Please indicate if there are any other groups whose logo or identity the recipient will use on program materials and related communications.

Guidelines: Please indicate if they are also a donor or why they will be visibly acknowledged, and if they will receive the same prominence as USAID.

(d) Award Criteria. The Agreement Officer will review the Branding Strategy for adequacy, ensuring that it contains the required information on naming and positioning the USAID-funded program, project, or activity, and promoting and communicating it to cooperating country beneficiaries and citizens. The Agreement Officer also will evaluate this information to ensure that it is consistent with the stated objectives of the award; with the Apparently Successful Applicant’s cost data submissions; with the Apparently Successful Applicant’s project, activity, or program performance plan; and with the regulatory requirements set out in 22 CFR 226.91. The Agreement Officer may obtain advice and from technical experts while performing the evaluation.

II. MARKING PLAN – ASSISTANCE (December 2005)

(a)Definitions

Marking Plan means a plan that the Apparently Successful Applicant submits at the specific request of a USAID Agreement Officer after evaluation of an application for USAID funding, detailing the public communications, commodities, and program materials and other items that will visibly bear the USAID Identity. Recipients may request approval of Presumptive Exceptions to marking requirements in the Marking Plan.

Apparently Successful Applicant(s) means the applicant(s) for USAID funding recommended for an award after evaluation, but who has not yet been awarded a grant, cooperative agreement or other assistance award by the Agreement Officer. The Agreement Officer will request that Apparently Successful Applicants submit a Branding Strategy and Marking Plan. Apparently Successful Applicant status confers no right and constitutes no USAID commitment to an award, which the Agreement

Officer must still obligate.

USAID Identity (Identity) means the official marking for the Agency, comprised of the USAID logo and new brandmark, which clearly communicates that our assistance is from the American people. The USAID Identity is available on the USAID website and USAID provides it without royalty, license, or other fee to recipients of USAIDfunded grants, cooperative agreements, or other assistance awards or subawards.

A Presumptive Exception exempts the applicant from the general marking requirements for a particular USAID-funded public communication, commodity, program material or other deliverable, or a category of USAID-funded public communications, commodities, program materials or other deliverables that would otherwise be required to visibly bear the USAID Identity. The Presumptive Exceptions are: Presumptive Exception (i). USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would

compromise the intrinsic independence or neutrality of a program or materials where independence or neutrality is an inherent aspect of the program and materials, such as election monitoring or ballots, and voter information literature; political party support or public policy advocacy or reform; independent media, such as television and radio broadcasts, newspaper articles and editorials; and public service announcements or public opinion polls and surveys (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(1)).

Presumptive Exception (ii). USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would diminish the credibility of audits, reports, analyses, studies, or policy recommendations whose data or findings must be seen as independent (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(2)). 

Presumptive Exception (iii). USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would undercut host-country government “ownership” of constitutions, laws, regulations, policies, studies, assessments, reports, publications, surveys or audits, public service announcements, or other communications better positioned as “by” or “from” a cooperating country ministry or government official (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(3)).

Presumptive Exception (iv). USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would impair the functionality of an item, such as sterilized equipment or spare parts (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(4)).

Presumptive Exception (v). USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would incur substantial costs or be impractical, such as items too small or otherwise unsuited for individual marking, such as food in bulk (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(5)).
Presumptive Exception (vi). USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would local cultural or social norms, or be considered inappropriate on such items as condoms, toilets, bed pans, or similar commodities (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(6)).

Presumptive Exception (vii). USAID marking requirements may not apply if they would conflict with international law (22 C.F.R. 226.91(h)(7)).

(b) Submission. The Apparently Successful Applicant, upon the request of the Agreement Officer, will submit and negotiate a Marking Plan that addresses the details of the public communications, commodities, program materials that will visibly bear the USAID Identity. The marking plan will be customized for the particular program, project, or activity under the resultant grant or cooperative agreement. The plan will be included in and made a part of the resulting grant or cooperative agreement. USAID and the Apparently Successful Applicant will negotiate the Marking Plan within the time specified by the Agreement Officer. Failure to submit and negotiate a Marking Plan will make the applicant ineligible for award of a grant or cooperative agreement. The applicant must include an estimate of all costs associated with branding and marking USAID programs, such as plaques, labels, banners, press events, promotional materials, and so forth in the budget portion of its application. These costs are subject to revision and negotiation with the Agreement Officer upon submission of the Marking Plan and will be incorporated into the Total Estimated Amount of the grant, cooperative agreement or other assistance instrument.

(c) Submission Requirements. 

The Marking Plan will include the following:

(1) A description of the public communications, commodities, and program materials that the recipient will be produced as a part of the grant or cooperative agreement and which will visibly bear the USAID Identity. These include:

(i) program, project, or activity sites funded by USAID, including visible infrastructure projects or other programs, projects, or activities that are physical in nature;

(ii) technical assistance, studies, reports, papers, publications, audio-visual productions, public service announcements, Web sites/Internet activities and other promotional, informational, media, or communications products funded by USAID;

(iii) events financed by USAID, such as training courses, conferences, seminars, exhibitions, fairs, workshops, press conferences, and other public activities; and (iv) all commodities financed by USAID, including commodities or equipment provided under humanitarian assistance or disaster relief programs, and all other equipment, supplies and other materials funded by USAID, and their export packaging.

(2) A table specifying:

(i) the program deliverables that the recipient will mark with the USAID Identity,

(ii) the type of marking and what materials the applicant will be used to mark the program deliverables with the USAID Identity, and

(iii) when in the performance period the applicant will mark the program deliverables, and where the applicant will place the marking.

(3) A table specifying:

(i) what program deliverables will not be marked with the USAID Identity, and (ii) the rationale for not marking these program deliverables.

(d) Presumptive Exceptions.
(1) The Apparently Successful Applicant may request a Presumptive Exception as part of the overall Marking Plan submission. To request a Presumptive Exception, the Apparently Successful Applicant must identify which Presumptive Exception applies, and state why, in light of the Apparently Successful Applicant’s technical proposal and in the context of the program description or program statement in the USAID Request For Application or Annual Program Statement, marking requirements should not be required.

(2) Specific guidelines for addressing each Presumptive Exception are:

(i) For Presumptive Exception (i), identify the USAID Strategic Objective, Interim Result, or program goal furthered by an appearance of neutrality, or state why the program, project, activity, commodity, or communication is ‘intrinsically neutral.’ Identify, by category or deliverable item, examples of program materials funded under the award for which you are seeking exception 1.

(ii) For Presumptive Exception (ii), state what data, studies, or other deliverables will be produced under the USAID funded award, and explain why the data, studies, or deliverables must be seen as credible.

(iii) For Presumptive Exception (iii), identify the item or media product produced under the USAID funded award, and explain why each item or product, or category of item and product, is better positioned as an item or product produced by the cooperating country government.

(iv) For Presumptive Exception (iv), identify the item or commodity to be marked, or categories of items or commodities, and explain how marking would impair the item’s or commodity’s functionality.

(v) For Presumptive Exception (v), explain why marking would not be cost-beneficial or practical.

(vi) For Presumptive Exception (vi), identify the relevant cultural or social norm, and explain why marking would violate that norm or otherwise be inappropriate.

(vii) For Presumptive Exception (vii), identify the applicable international law violated by marking.

(3) The Agreement Officer will review the request for adequacy and reasonableness.

In consultation with the Cognizant Technical Officer and other agency personnel as necessary, the Agreement Officer will approve or disapprove the requested Presumptive Exception. Approved exceptions will be made part of the approved Marking Plan, and will apply for the term of the award, unless provided otherwise.

(e) Award Criteria: The Agreement Officer will review the Marking Plan for adequacy and reasonableness, ensuring that it contains sufficient detail and information concerning public communications, commodities, and program materials that will visibly bear the USAID Identity. The Agreement Officer will evaluate the plan to ensure that it is consistent with the stated objectives of the award; with the applicant’s cost data submissions; with the applicant’s actual project, activity, or program performance plan; and with the regulatory requirements of 22 C.F.R.226.91. The Agreement Officer will approve or disapprove any requested Presumptive Exceptions (see paragraph (d)) on the basis of adequacy and reasonableness. The Agreement Officer may obtain advice and recommendations from technical experts while performing the evaluation.

III. MARKING UNDER USAID-FUNDED ASSISTANCE INSTRUMENTS (December 2005)

(a) Definitions

Commodities mean any material, article, supply, goods or equipment, excluding recipient offices, vehicles, and non-deliverable items for recipient’s internal use, in administration of the USAID funded grant, cooperative agreement, or other agreement or subagreement.

Principal Officer means the most senior officer in a USAID Operating Unit in the field, e.g., USAID Mission Director or USAID Representative. For global programs managed from Washington but executed across many countries, such as disaster relief and assistance to internally displaced persons, humanitarian emergencies or immediate post conflict and political crisis response, the Cognizant Principal Officer may be an Office Director, for example, the Directors of USAID/W/Office of Foreign Disaster Assistance and Office of Transition Initiatives. For non-presence countries, the Cognizant Principal Officer is the Senior USAID officer in a regional USAID Operating Unit responsible for the non-presence country, or in the absence of such a responsible operating unit, the Principal U.S Diplomatic Officer in the non-presence country exercising delegated authority from USAID.

Programs mean an organized set of activities and allocation of resources directed toward a common purpose, objective, or goal undertaken or proposed by an organization to carry out the responsibilities assigned to it.

Projects include all the marginal costs of inputs (including the proposed investment) technically required to produce a discrete marketable output or a desired result (for example, services from a fully functional water/sewage treatment facility).

Public communications are documents and messages intended for distribution to audiences external to the recipient’s organization. They include, but are not limited to, correspondence, publications, studies, reports, audio visual productions, and other informational products; applications, forms, press and promotional materials used in connection with USAID funded programs, projects or activities, including signage and plaques; Web sites/Internet activities; and events such as training courses, conferences, seminars, press conferences and so forth.

Subrecipient means any person or government (including cooperating country government) department, agency, establishment, or for profit or nonprofit organization that receives a USAID subaward, as defined in 22 C.F.R. 226.2.

Technical Assistance means the provision of funds, goods, services, or other foreign assistance, such as loan guarantees or food for work, to developing countries and other USAID recipients, and through such recipients to subrecipients, in direct support of a development objective – as opposed to the internal management of the foreign assistance program.

USAID Identity (Identity) means the official marking for the United States Agency for International Development (USAID), comprised of the USAID logo or seal and new brandmark, with the tagline that clearly communicates that our assistance is “from the American people.” The USAID Identity is available on the USAID website at www.usaid.gov/branding and USAID provides it without royalty, license, or other fee to recipients of USAID-funded grants, or cooperative agreements, or other assistance awards.

(b) Marking of Program Deliverables

(1) All recipients must mark appropriately all overseas programs, projects, activities, public communications, and commodities partially or fully funded by a USAID grant or cooperative agreement or other assistance award or subaward with the USAID Identity, of a size and prominence equivalent to or greater than the recipient’s, other donor’s, or any other third party’s identity or logo.

(2) The Recipient will mark all program, project, or activity sites funded by USAID, including visible infrastructure projects (for example, roads, bridges, buildings) or other programs, projects, or activities that are physical in nature (for example, agriculture, forestry, water management) with the USAID Identity. The Recipient should erect temporary signs or plaques early in the construction or implementation phase. When construction or implementation is complete, the Recipient must install a permanent, durable sign, plaque or other marking.

(3) The Recipient will mark technical assistance, studies, reports, papers, publications, audio-visual productions, public service announcements, Web sites/Internet activities and other promotional, informational, media, or communications products funded by USAID with the USAID Identity.

(4) The Recipient will appropriately mark events financed by USAID, such as training courses, conferences, seminars, exhibitions, fairs, workshops, press conferences and other public activities, with the USAID Identity. Unless directly prohibited and as appropriate to the surroundings, recipients should display additional materials, such as signs and banners, with the USAID Identity. In circumstances in which the USAID Identity cannot be displayed visually, the recipient is encouraged otherwise to acknowledge USAID and the American people’s support.

(5) The Recipient will mark all commodities financed by USAID, including commodities or equipment provided under humanitarian assistance or disaster relief programs, and all other equipment, supplies, and other materials funded by USAID, and their export packaging with the USAID Identity.

(6) The Agreement Officer may require the USAID Identity to be larger and more prominent if it is the majority donor, or to require that a cooperating country government’s identity be larger and more prominent if circumstances warrant, and as appropriate depending on the audience, program goals, and materials produced.

(7) The Agreement Officer may require marking with the USAID Identity in the event that the recipient does not choose to mark with its own identity or logo.

(8) The Agreement Officer may require a pre-production review of USAID-funded public communications and program materials for compliance with the approved Marking Plan.

(9) Subrecipients. To ensure that the marking requirements “flow down'' to subrecipients of subawards, recipients of USAID funded grants and cooperative agreements or other assistance awards will include the USAID-approved marking provision in any USAID funded subaward, as follows: “As a condition of receipt of this subaward, marking with the USAID Identity of a size and prominence equivalent to or greater than the recipient’s, subrecipient’s, other donor’s or third party’s is required. In the event the recipient chooses not to require marking with its own identity or logo by the subrecipient, USAID may, at its discretion, require marking by the subrecipient with the USAID Identity.”

(10) Any ‘public communications’, as defined in 22 C.F.R. 226.2, funded by USAID, in which the content has not been approved by USAID, must contain the following disclaimer: “This study/report/audio/visual/other information/media product (specify) is made possible by the generous support of the American people through the United States Agency for International Development (USAID). The contents are the responsibility of [insert recipient name] and do not necessarily reflect the views of USAID or the United States Government.”

(11) The recipient will provide the Cognizant Technical Officer (CTO) or other USAID personnel designated in the grant or cooperative agreement with two copies of all program and communications materials produced under the award. In addition, the recipient will submit one electronic or one hard copy of all final documents to USAID’s Development Experience Clearinghouse.

(c) Implementation of marking requirements.

(1) When the grant or cooperative agreement contains an approved Marking Plan, the recipient will implement the requirements of this provision following the approved Marking Plan.

(2) When the grant or cooperative agreement does not contain an approved Marking Plan, the recipient will propose and submit a plan for implementing the requirements of this provision within 

45 days after the effective date of this provision. The plan will include:

(i) A description of the program deliverables specified in paragraph (b) of this provision that the recipient will produce as a part of the grant or cooperative agreement and which will visibly bear the USAID Identity.

(ii) the type of marking and what materials the applicant uses to mark the program deliverables with the USAID Identity,

(iii) when in the performance period the applicant will mark the program deliverables, and where the applicant will place the marking,

(3) The recipient may request program deliverables not be marked with the USAID Identity by identifying the program deliverables and providing a rationale for not marking these program deliverables. Program deliverables may be exempted from USAID marking requirements when:

(i) USAID marking requirements would compromise the intrinsic independence or neutrality of a program or materials where independence or neutrality is an inherent aspect of the program and materials;

(ii) USAID marking requirements would diminish the credibility of audits, reports, analyses, studies, or policy recommendations whose data or findings must be seen as independent;

(iii) USAID marking requirements would undercut host-country government “ownership” of constitutions, laws, regulations, policies, studies, assessments, reports, publications, surveys or audits, public service announcements, or other communications better positioned as “by” or “from” a cooperating country ministry or government official;

(iv) USAID marking requirements would impair the functionality of an item;

(v) USAID marking requirements would incur substantial costs or be impractical;

(vi) USAID marking requirements would offend local cultural or social norms, or be considered inappropriate;

(vii) USAID marking requirements would conflict with international law.

(4) The proposed plan for implementing the requirements of this provision, including any proposed exemptions, will be negotiated within the time specified by the Agreement Officer after receipt of the proposed plan. Failure to negotiate an approved plan with the time specified by the Agreement Officer may be considered as noncompliance with the requirements is provision.

(d) Waivers.

(1) The recipient may request a waiver of the Marking Plan or of the marking requirements of this provision, in whole or in part, for each program, project, activity, public communication or commodity, or, in exceptional circumstances, for a region or country, when USAID required marking would pose compelling political, safety, or security concerns, or when marking would have an adverse impact in the cooperating country. The recipient will submit the request through the Cognizant Technical Officer. The Principal Officer is responsible for approvals or disapprovals of waiver requests.

(2) The request will describe the compelling political, safety, security concerns, or adverse impact that require a waiver, detail the circumstances and rationale for the waiver, detail the specific requirements to be waived, the specific portion of the Marking Plan to be waived, or specific marking to be waived, and include a description of how program materials will be marked (if at all) if the USAID Identity is removed. The request should also provide a rationale for any use of recipient’s own identity/logo or that of a third party on materials that will be subject to the waiver.

(3) Approved waivers are not limited in duration but are subject to Principal Officer review at any time, due to changed circumstances.

(4) Approved waivers “flow down” to recipients of subawards unless specified otherwise. The waiver may also include the removal of USAID markings already affixed, if circumstances warrant.

(5) Determinations regarding waiver requests are subject to appeal to the Principal Officer’s Cognizant Assistant Administrator. The recipient may appeal by submitting a written request to reconsider the Principal Officer’s waiver determination to the Cognizant Assistant Administrator.

(e) Non-retroactivity. The requirements of this provision do apply to any materials, events, or commodities produced prior to January 2, 2006. The requirements of this provision do not apply to program, project, or activity sites funded by USAID, including visible infrastructure projects 

(For example, roads, bridges, buildings) or other programs, projects, or activities that are physical 

in nature (for example, agriculture, forestry, water management) where the construction and implementation of these are complete prior to January 2, 2006 and the period of the grant does not extend past January 2, 2006.
