 SECTION I – PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

A.  Purpose

The purpose of this Request for Applications (RFA) is to support new partner organizations, both U.S.-based non-governmental organizations/private voluntary organizations and in-country non-governmental organizations (see eligible countries in Section III, B. Eligible Countries), and their local partners in the President’s Malaria Initiative (PMI) focus countries, to carry out sustainable malaria prevention and control activities.  This program, which offers opportunities specifically aimed at new partners, was announced by First Lady Laura Bush on December 14, 2006.  The first RFA under this program was released March 28, 2007 resulting in five awards in September 2007.  New partners under the MCP are expected to work under the leadership of the USAID Mission with the support of the PMI team (comprised of USAID and Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) staff) and in collaboration with the National Malaria Control Programs (NMCP) and malaria control partners in PMI focus countries.  Their efforts are expected to contribute to the development of local and indigenous capacity to address malaria and to promote sustainability of host nations’ efforts.  For a definition and description of eligibility requirements for new partner organizations, please refer to Section III, Eligibility Information.  For more information on the Initiative and new FY 2007 awards, please see the PMI website at www.pmi.gov.

Background - The President’s Malaria Initiative

On June 30, 2005, President George W. Bush announced a new $1.2 billion U.S. Government initiative to fight malaria – a largely preventable and treatable disease that kills over one million children every year, mostly African children.  The PMI will accelerate delivery of a package of proven preventive and curative interventions in 15 high-burden African countries.  The program aims to reduce malaria-associated mortality by fifty percent (50%) compared to pre-Initiative levels in all PMI countries.  To meet this goal PMI will work with national malaria control programs and other partners to achieve the following targets in populations at risk for malaria by the end of 2010:

· More than 90% of households with a pregnant woman and/or children under five will own at least one ITN; 

· 85% of children under five will have slept under an ITN the previous night; 

· 85% of pregnant women will have slept under an ITN the previous night; 

· 85% of houses in geographic areas targeted for IRS will have been sprayed; 

· 85% of pregnant women and children under five will have slept under an ITN the previous night or in a house that has been sprayed with IRS in the last 6 months; 

· 85% of women who have completed a pregnancy in the last two years will have received two or more doses of IPTp during that pregnancy; 

· 85% of government health facilities have ACTs available for treatment of uncomplicated malaria; and 

· 85% of children under five with suspected malaria will have received treatment with an ACT within 24 hours of onset of their symptoms.

Using a phased approach, the first three PMI focus countries, announced for FY 2006, were Angola, Tanzania, and Uganda. In FY 2007, Malawi, Mozambique, Rwanda, and Senegal were added.  In FY08, the PMI expanded to include an additional eight countries: Benin, Oromiya Region of Ethiopia, Ghana, Kenya, Liberia, Madagascar, Mali, and Zambia.  

C.
The Malaria Communities Program Background

On December 14th, 2006 at the White House Malaria Summit the Malaria Communities Program (MCP) was announced. The MCP is a program created under the PMI to support the efforts of communities and indigenous organizations to combat malaria at the local level. The MCP will identify and enable groups to become new U.S. Government partners in malaria control in the 15 PMI focus countries in Africa specifically aiming to:

· Identify and support organizations and networks of community-based organizations uniquely positioned to work at the community level in PMI-focus countries.

· Increase local and indigenous capacity to undertake community-based malaria prevention and treatment activities.

· Build local ownership of malaria control for the long-term in partnership with communities and NMCPs. 

· Extend coverage of PMI and National Malaria Control Program (NMCP) efforts to reach a larger beneficiary population with malaria prevention and control interventions, (primary beneficiary groups for the PMI are children under five and pregnant women).  

This RFA seeks new partners to the USG that are capable of working effectively, either directly or through local partners, in one of the 15 PMI focus countries: Angola, Benin, Ethiopia (Oromiya Region),, Ghana, Kenya, Liberia, Madagascar, Malawi, Mali, Mozambique, Rwanda, Senegal, Tanzania, Uganda and Zambia.

New partners who have received grants under the President’s Emergency Plan for AIDS Relief New Partners’ Initiative are encouraged to submit an application under the MCP in order to build malaria prevention and control activities on to their existing community-based HIV/AIDS efforts.  Eligible new entry partners under the Child Survival and Health Grants Program are also encouraged to apply.  Applicants, if proposing to build on their current program strategies and approaches must clearly articulate how these strategies and approaches will impact PMI’s primary beneficiaries at the community level. New partners may include local, indigenous organizations or network organizations that represent community-based or faith-based organizations.     

For the purposes of this RFA new organizations are legally constituted U.S. or non-U.S. non-governmental organizations (NGOs); are non-profit organizations and have not been awarded in excess of $5 million in total, direct U.S Government funding over the five years prior to submission of an application under this RFA (see below Section III.A, Eligibility Requirements).  

D.  MCP Technical Interventions and Expected Outcomes 

Applicants are to submit an application proposing support for any of the following listed key activities with a focus on extending the reach and coverage of existing PMI interventions while building local capacity and ownership for malaria control in PMI focus countries.  Proposed support must be consistent with the focus country’s PMI Malaria Operational Plan (MOP) (http://www.pmi.gov/) and the NMCP strategy and plan and contribute directly to the PMI goal and targets described above.  Current technical support resources that may be useful to potential new partners are also available on the PMI website.

Key Activities
· Support for distribution and promotion of correct and consistent use of ITNs in both routine and campaign settings with an emphasis on long-lasting insecticide-treated bednets (LLINs) in order to increase the overall number used by pregnant women and children under five;   

· Partner in the promotion and implementation of bednet retreatment campaigns;

· Support IPTp activities in government health facilities helping to increase the proportion of pregnant women who receive at least two doses of IPT as well as other facility- and community-based activities to encourage early and consistent use of integrated antenatal care services and reduce the burden of malaria in pregnancy;   

· Support malaria diagnosis or recognition of danger signs, and treatment with ACTs at government health facilities and at the community / household level by providing IEC aimed to support appropriate health seeking behavior and increasing early and effective treatment of malaria and treatment adherence; 

· Support community health workers in malaria community case management (i.e. 
home-based management of fever) activities and promoting correct and consistent 
use of ITNs by members of their community;

· Build malaria activities on to existing community-based HIV/AIDS programs; 
and

· As part of the national malaria strategy, work with private providers, drug sellers, 
etc., to improve quality of malaria treatment and dispensing by the private sector.    
MCP Expected Outcomes

MCP partners will directly and measurably contribute to the PMI goal and targets and assist with expanding community coverage of proven malaria prevention and control interventions by contributing to one or more of the following RFA objectives: 

1) Improving demand for and utilization of effective malaria prevention and treatment services in the community; 

2) Increase the proportion of pregnant women and children under five that sleep under an ITN every night;

3) Increase the proportion of pregnant women receiving two or more doses of SP for IPTp during their pregnancy; and

4) Increase the proportion of children under five with suspected malaria receiving treatment with an ACT within 24 hours of onset of symptoms. 

New partner programs will work in coordination and partnership with a range of malaria stakeholders including the NMCP and PMI, as well as other international and local organizations to effectively represent the communities in which they are uniquely qualified to work.  These new partner programs will also build capacity and ownership among local partners and communities to sustain their successful achievements.          
E. MCP Strategic and Program Principles
Important aspects of successful proposals include the following:

Strong Linkages and Partnerships with Local Organizations: Successful applicants should ensure that all activities are clearly linked and part of a comprehensive national response to malaria and complementary to national strategies and priorities and PMI goals and objectives.  Programs should encourage linkages with local governments, the private sector and civil society groups and communities.  Programs should have strong demonstrable relationships with local organizations, partners, networks and/or communities in-country active in malaria control.  In addition, mentoring from organizations with skills to share is strongly encouraged to build in-country capabilities and program sustainability.

Local Ownership: Building local ownership and increasing demand for relevant services are especially important to ensure program sustainability, equity, and community empowerment and involvement.  Also, building effective partnerships with local groups is especially important to ensure an authentic, culturally appropriate, indigenous response to malaria.  Programs should demonstrate how they plan to involve an array of community stakeholders in identifying needs and developing effective program strategies.  Participatory approaches are also needed to ensure that all appropriate community actors are engaged in program development and implementation.

Contributing to scale-up:  To meet the urgent need of controlling malaria, following national guidelines and the PMI strategy, programs proposed should consider replication of proven interventions and approaches, and work to refine approaches with future scale-up in mind. 

Public-Private Partnerships: The formation of public-private partnerships to address the objectives of this RFA is encouraged. A “public-private partnership” occurs when the applicant commits to providing or obtaining material and significant non-U.S. Government resources that will allow the program to address the challenges of malaria prevention and treatment.  An example of an alliance relationship would be an application that included in its budget plan a one-to-one matching of U.S. Government resources with non-governmental resources.  Resources can be cash or in-kind, and applicants are encouraged to be innovative.  Such alliances should bring together partners, including corporations and businesses that have operations in the focus countries, which will jointly define the problem, strategy and solution to capitalize on their combined knowledge, skills, expertise and resources.  Additional information on alliances can be found at www.usaid.gov/gda.

Developing Local and Indigenous Capacity:  Support to develop local and indigenous capacity to undertake community-based malaria prevention and treatment activities should be a focus of program strategies and interventions.  

Important program principles for all applicants to consider:

IRS Implementation and Environmental Control Strategies:  Although PMI supports IRS related activities, which include providing information, education and communication (IEC), including household and community mobilization, to support IRS spraying activities at the community level, these activities should not be proposed under this MCP Initiative.  In the event that successful MCP grantees working in areas targeted for spraying are identified as an appropriate organization to partner on IRS-related community-based activities by the IRS implementing partner organization, funding for these activities will be through a mechanism separate from their MCP award.  Therefore, applicants should not propose IRS-related activities within their applications.  

Applicants should not propose general environmental control strategies, such as cutting overgrown brush, garbage clean up, and removing standing water sources around houses as although these may have positive outcomes on the environment, they are not considered effective malaria control strategies. 

Commodity Procurement:  The PMI is investing heavily in the provision of lifesaving commodities (i.e. ACTs, ITNs, insecticides and equipment for IRS, SP for IPTp, laboratory equipment, etc) which can comprise almost half of the total PMI budget in focus countries.  Therefore, MCP recipients are not expected or encouraged to procure commodities under this Program unless they intend to address a significant unmet need in their program area recognized in collaboration with the PMI and NMCP.  Applicants are strongly encouraged to partner with the host country government, PMI and other malaria control partners who are currently supporting the procurement and distribution of malaria commodities and focus on complementing these efforts by supporting the non-commodity aspects of a comprehensive malaria program.  The MCP anticipates that new partner organizations will lend support to extend the reach of PMI commodity investments rather than directly procuring commodities for their programming purposes.  Applicants proposing to support the distribution of LLINs and other commodities should clearly specify their source so as to demonstrate that the commodities will be available for their proposed strategy.  
Facility-level Intervention:   Community mobilization, education and communication efforts should be integral to achieving each of the MCP objectives.  Proposals should not have an exclusively facility-level focus.  If applicants propose interventions with a facility-level component, direct linkages should be described to demonstrate the intended impact of these interventions on primary beneficiaries at the community and household level. 

F.  Program Management and Key Personnel

Successful applicants awarded under the MCP RFA will require coordination and collaboration with PMI and NMCP as well as a variety of in-country malaria partners and organizations.  MCP projects will require a full-time Project Director as key personnel assigned to the program and based 100% in-country at the proposed field site, with at least 5 years of in-country substantial and appropriate experience implementing and managing malaria prevention and control programs and/or other relevant health programs.   MCP projects will require malaria experience and expertise among their proposed project personnel and applicants should indicate in their applications how they will ensure adequate malaria technical expertise. 

G.  Program Reporting

MCP recipients will be required to submit an annual work plan with a monitoring and evaluation plan, brief quarterly progress to date reports, more detailed annual reports, and a final end of project report.  The MCP work plan will be aligned with the annual country Malaria Operational Plan (MOP) and contribute to the expected results.   A sample work plan can be found under Annex F.  Detailed guidance on work plans and quarterly progress and annual reports will be provided to successful applicants at the time of the award.

H.  Authorized Geographic Code

The authorized geographic code for procurement of services for this action is 935.  The authorized geographic code for procurement of commodities for this action is 000.
SECTION II – AWARD INFORMATION 

A. Available Funding and Awards

This FY08 RFA, the second under the MCP, solicits competitive applications from eligible organizations seeking to partner with the United States Government under the MCP.  The anticipated size of the awards will be appropriate to the qualifications of the applicant, the scope of interventions, and the availability of funds. Successful applicants will be offered post-award capacity-building assistance focusing on areas such as successful program implementation, needs analysis, and organizational strengthening through a USAID technical support contract.  Applicants may submit budget requests for a maximum of $1.5 million per total award to be used over a three-to-four year award period which would be incrementally funded with $300,000 - $500,000 on average per year.  Pending the availability of funds, it is anticipated that approximately eight cooperative agreement awards will be made under this RFA.  Also, pending the availability of funds, it is anticipated that in FY09 a third RFA under the MCP will be issued.  Eligible applicant organizations may only submit one application in response to this RFA and the application should focus on one country (multi-country proposals will not be accepted under this RFA).  The maximum number of MCP awards per country under this RFA is two.  
B. Substantial Involvement

A successful applicant under this RFA should anticipate a cooperative agreement award involving substantial involvement on the part of USAID in the following ways:

· Approval of annual work plans and modifications that describe the specific activities to be carried out under the Agreement;

· Approval of specified key personnel; 

· Approval of monitoring and evaluation plans, and USAID involvement in monitoring progress toward achieving expected results and outcomes;

· Concurrence with selection of sub-award recipients.

SECTION III – ELIGIBILITY INFORMATION

A. Eligibility Requirements

U.S.-based and international non-governmental organizations/private voluntary organizations
 and in-country (see below Section III.B, Eligible Countries) non-governmental organizations are eligible to submit applications.  Further, to be eligible for grant funding under this RFA, a legally constituted organization must not have been awarded in excess of $5 million in total, direct U.S Government funding over the five years prior to submission of an application under this RFA.  Under this RFA, direct U.S. Government funding does not include 1) U.S. Government emergency and disaster assistance, whether domestic or international,
 or 2) U.S. Government domestic or international funding received by virtue of a subcontract or sub-grant.  The $5 million eligibility limitation applies not only to the principal applicant but to any organization with which the principal applicant may choose to enter into a subcontract or grant.  Finally, previous MCP grant recipients are eligible to submit applications but the proposed program should not be located in the same country (providing the organization still meets the $5 million dollar eligibility threshold as well as meets the additional requirements of all MCP applicants of having demonstrated presence and linkages to communities in the target country).   

The MCP particularly encourages those eligible organizations that propose to establish or expand partnerships with indigenous community- and faith-based organizations (C/FBOs) and networks of such organizations to fight malaria.  The MCP intends to maximize program activities and resources that reach local communities, thus requiring applicants to propose a project budget that keeps administrative costs for the grantee and any sub-grantees at or below 20% of the total proposed award amount.

In addition, for organizations to be deemed eligible, authorized officials from applicant organizations must complete the requisite United States Government Representations and Certifications attached at Annex A.

Applicants must have established financial management, monitoring and evaluation, internal control systems, and policies and procedures that comply with established U.S. Government standards, laws, and regulations.  All potential awardees will be subject to a responsibility determination (pre-award audit) issued by a warranted Agreements Officer in USAID.

B. Eligible Countries

This FY08 RFA is limited to applications from the 15 PMI focus countries: Angola, Benin, Ethiopia (Oromiya Region), Ghana, Kenya, Liberia, Madagascar, Malawi, Mali, Mozambique, Rwanda , Senegal, Tanzania, Uganda, and Zambia.  No more than two awards will be made per country under this FY08 MCP RFA.

C. Cost Share

There is no cost share requirement for MCP applicants under this RFA; however USAID does encourage a cost share contribution from potential applicants which they would contribute from their own non-U.S. Government resources (cash or in-kind) to the total cost of the program.  

SECTION IV – APPLICATION AND SUBMISSION INSTRUCTIONS

A.  Instructions for Preparation & Submission of Applications

Applicants are required to submit an application which includes a technical application and a cost/business application.  The technical application and the cost/business application should be submitted in two separate envelopes.  The technical application will become the program description incorporated into the final cooperative agreement, if selected.  Applicants should familiarize themselves with the Malaria Operational Plans developed for each PMI country which clearly describe the PMI plans and level of support intended for this year and can be found at the following website link: http://www.pmi.gov/.  The technical application should meet the following criteria:

1. Hard copy of applications shall be submitted in two separate envelopes: (a) technical and (b) cost or business application.  Technical applications should be submitted in an original and two copies and on a CD-ROM.  Cost applications should also be submitted separately in an original and two copies and on a CD-ROM.

2. Technical applications must be written in English language, and should not exceed 20 pages, excluding attachments (e.g. resumes, work plan and the cost application).  Technical applications that exceed that limit will not enter the review process.  Applicants should avoid excessively elaborate presentations, and the application should be easy to duplicate.  Page limitations include the following requirements: single-spaced text printed on one side of the page only, one-inch (1”) margins, 12-point (minimum) font.  Applicants are cautioned that submitting superfluous material as attachments will detract from their application.

3. The cost/business application must be written in the English language and there is no limit on the number of pages for the cost/business application.  The cost/business application must be submitted using the SF-424 series, which includes:

· SF-424, Application for Federal Assistance

· SF-424A, Budget Information, Non-construction Programs

· SF-424B, Assurances, Non-construction Programs

USAID bears no responsibility for data errors resulting from transmission or conversion processes associated with electronic submissions.  If the online option is chosen, in order to be eligible for award the applicant must provide all required information in its application, including the requirements found in any attachments to the grants.gov opportunity. Applicants may or may not choose to utilize the on-line option.  No email or fax submissions will be accepted.

B. Technical Application Guidelines

The following technical guidelines should be used to prepare an application in response to this RFA.  

1. Executive Summary
This section should be a succinct one-page summary and contain information that the Applicant believes best represents a summary of its proposed program and provides a justification and rationale for the project’s scope of work. 

· Guidance:
· Program location, including district and country

· The proposed start and end dates.

· The level of malaria funding requested for the project and proposed cost share amount.

· Estimated number of total population and primary beneficiaries in proposed target area(s):

· Primary beneficiaries for PMI include children under five and pregnant women

· Other target groups include People Living with HIV/AIDS (PLWHAs), Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs) or refugees, and the poorest of the poor.    

· Summary of proposed program, including elements such as:

· Program objectives and summary of key activities

· Rationale for the proposed program, including a description of how the project fits within the country PMI Malaria Operational Plan and Strategy and how it addresses NMCP identified program needs and gaps not currently addressed by malaria partners in-country.

· Identification of local partner(s) involved in program implementation. Applicants should clearly distinguish between partners with whom they intend to enter into a sub-granting relationship and those with whom they intend to collaborate, but not transfer funds. 

2. Organization Capacity 

This section of the application provides information about the applicant organization and any sub-partners.  This section provides evidence that the applicant has the ability to carry out a successful community-based malaria project.  
· Guidance:
· Provide a description of the applicant organization – including its general purpose, goals, annual budget (including funding sources), and major past and current activities and project undertaken. 

· Include a description of all proposed sub-partners and how the applicant proposes to work with them and they with each other.  As indicated above, applicants should clearly distinguish between partners with whom they intend to enter into a sub-granting relationship and those with whom they intend to collaborate, but not transfer funds.

· Discuss the applicant organization’s past experience in designing, implementing, monitoring and evaluating community-level public health programs, with a specific focus on malaria control projects or interventions undertaken and successes achieved.  

· Describe the organization’s experience working at the community level, for example to support improved case management by community health workers or to help community-based organizations promote healthy behavior change through IEC/BCC activities.     

· Describe the organization’s current working relationship with the host country government including a description of experience collaborating with the NMCP.  

· As an attachment, please provide three (3) past performance references which describe any contracts, grants, cooperative agreements which the applicant organization as well as any substantive sub-grantee partners has implemented involving similar or related programs over the past three years.  Please provide these references in an attachment and include the following information:  name and address of the organization for which the work was performed; current telephone number and email address of responsible representative 
from the organization for which the work was performed; contract/grant name and number (if any), annual amount received for each of the last three years and beginning and end dates; brief description of the project/assistance activity. 

3. Project Context / Description of Existing Gaps

This section of the application presents a description of the context in which the proposed project will operate. This section should outline the existing gaps related to coverage of key malaria interventions in the target area to serve as a justification for selection of the project’s proposed interventions and target geographic area.  Detailed FY08 Malaria Operational Plans for the 15 PMI countries outlining the PMI plans for the current year, the work of other partners, as well as relevant malaria data are posted on the web at http://www.pmi.gov.  

· Guidance:
· Provide an overview of the current health status of the target population with a focus on malaria morbidity and mortality and coverage of key malaria indicators such as household ITN ownership/use, women receiving 2 or more doses of IPTp, ACT usage, etc. as available. Please cite sources of data. 

· Provide an overview of the current status of health care service delivery in the project target area, including both MOH as well as services provided by NGO/PVOs, private sector etc. with a focus on availability of malaria services.  

· Provide information on household behaviors and care-seeking practices relevant to malaria and particular to the target area.  For example, describe why people may dislike using ITNs, what mothers/caregivers do when their children have fevers, why women seek antenatal care late or infrequently, etc.  (Please note:  The applicant is not expected to have conducted a survey, but general knowledge of the local population should be evident.)

4.  Program Strategy and Technically-Appropriate Interventions 

This section should provide a clear picture of the proposed project and implementation strategies.  Details on the proposed technical interventions and corresponding activities should be included.   It is important to clearly define linkages with other PMI programs and activities in-country and describe how synergy between programs will be developed and how proposed approaches will extend the reach of malaria interventions to the community and household level. 

· Guidance:
· Provide the goal and objectives of the proposed project.

· Describe in detail each of the key malaria activities proposed.

· Include a discussion of the decision-making process for the selected approach, articulating a strong rationale. The rationale should be linked to the gaps identified in the project context section, and it should be made clear why the selected malaria strategies and approaches are appropriate given the context.  Include the following:

· Describe your rationale for the selected population and geographic area (i.e., specific districts selected, high burden of malaria, etc.) and the chosen malaria interventions and activities (i.e., are not covered by other partners, etc.)

· Discuss what factors in the community led to the choice of proposed community mobilization and behavior change approaches

Document that the proposed project has been discussed with the NMCP, the USAID Mission, and the PMI team.  Discuss how the project will relate to and work with the MOH and NMCP in the target areas. 
· Clearly articulate how the proposed approach will extend the reach of malaria interventions to the community and household level.  NB: If applicants propose interventions with a facility-level focus, direct linkages should be described to demonstrate the intended impact of these interventions on primary beneficiaries at the community and household level. 

· Work Plan: In table format, please present a brief, one to two page work plan with a time line for activities for the first year, which reflects the overall program approach, and objectives (see standard format for annual work plan in Annex E) 
5. Performance Monitoring and Evaluation 

This section provides an overview of the monitoring and evaluation activities of the proposed program.  

· Guidance:
· Discuss how progress towards program objectives will be measured.  Identify which malaria indicators will be measured and how data on these indicators will be collected, analyzed and used for program management. Ensure that objectives and indicators are consistent with the NMCP and PMI monitoring plan and data needs.  Present indicators linked to specific project objectives in table format and include source of data and proposed frequency of collection.  Indicators should include those related to technical intervention outcomes and process indicators used to track project progress.  
6. Management Plan 

This section provides an overview of the management of the proposed project.  Please highlight those areas of program management that were not discussed in other sections.  

· Guidance:
· Organizational Structure and Human Resource Management: Describe the proposed management structure for this project and provide a project organogram in the attachments. Include in the narrative a description of the responsibilities of all principal organizations and staff involved, reporting relationships, authority and lines of communication within and between each of these organizations. Include location where key staff will be based.  For any proposed sub-partners (specify those that are receiving 


funding through this project), include a clear plan for managing and oversight as well as

sub-partner budgets aligned with project objectives and activities. Please include job descriptions and CVs of key staff (Project Director, malaria technical staff, etc.) as attachments, which demonstrate that the proposed key staff are consistent with the requirements and needs of the project.

· Provide a clear communication plan allowing for coordination and input by the NMCP, USAID Mission, and PMI team on program decisions and processes.  
7.  Volunteers for Prosperity

A September 25, 2003 Executive Order established the Volunteers for Prosperity, a volunteer-based initiative of the USA Freedom Corps, designed to support major U.S. development initiatives overseas using the talents of highly skilled Americans who will work with U.S. organizations in countries around the world.  Consistent with this, the utilization and integration of volunteers as they may be appropriate is encouraged under this program.  Further information on Volunteers for Prosperity can be found at: www.volunteersforprosperity.gov.   

Note: To the extent that any applications are received for a similar activity for the same country (among the 15 eligible PMI countries), an application that makes use of highly skilled U.S. volunteers in support of implementation of the proposed malaria activities under the President’s Malaria Initiative will be given a preference, all other factors being equal.  Applicants should indicate in their application whether or not they are willing to utilize U.S. volunteers. 

C. Cost/Business Application Guidelines

The U.S. Government will require the following detailed information from the applicant organization:

1. The cost/business application must be completely separate from the Applicant’s technical application, and submitted by using SF-424 and SF-424A “Application for Federal Assistance.”  These forms can be found under Annex D and are downloadable online at http://www.grants.gov/agencies/aapproved_standard_forms.jsp
2. The Applicant must provide an electronic copy of a budget (in Microsoft Excel), with calculations shown in the spreadsheet, and an electronic version of the narrative that discusses the costs for each budget line item (preferably in Microsoft Word) on a CD-ROM.

3. The cost/business application must be for the period of the proposed program (3-4 years) and use the budget format shown in the SF-424A.  The form is attached under Annex D and is downloadable online at http://www.grants.gov/agencies/aapproved_standard_forms.jsp.  If the Applicant proposes to charge any training costs to the USG as part of any proposed cooperative agreement, it must clearly identify them. 

4. If the Applicant is a consortium, the cost/business application must include documents that reflect the legal relationship among the parties. The document/s should include a full discussion of the relationship among the applicants, including the identity of the applicant that the USG will treat for purposes of administration of any cooperative agreement, identity of the applicant that will have accounting responsibility, how the applicant proposes to allocate effort under any cooperative agreement, and the express agreement of the principals of the Applicant organization to be held jointly and severally liable for the acts of omissions of the other.  

5. Applicants must complete the required Representations and Certifications under Annex A with the cost/business application. 

6. The Applicant’s proposed budget should provide estimates of the program based upon the total estimated costs for the Agreement.  Applicants should minimize their administrative and support costs for managing the project to maximize the funds available for project activities. 

7. The cost/business application should describe headquarters and field procedures for financial reporting and the management information procedure(s) to ensure accountability for the use of U.S. Government funds.  Applicants must describe fully program budgeting, financial and related program reporting procedures. 

8. Applicants must provide detailed budget notes or narrative for all costs, and explain how they derived costs, consistent with the following guidance on required information:

a. The breakdown of all costs associated with the program according to costs of, if applicable, headquarters, regional and/or country offices;

b. The breakdown of all costs according to each partner organization involved in the program;

c. The costs, if any, associated with external, expatriate technical assistance and those associated with local in-country technical assistance;

d. The breakdown of any financial and in-kind contributions of all organizations involved in implementing the cooperative agreement;

e. Potential contributions of non-USG or private commercial donors to the grant, contract or cooperative agreement;

f. Procurement plan for commodities if needed (although not encouraged); and

g. Closeout costs: applicants must include in the required projected organizational budget any costs associated with terminating programmatic activities at the conclusion of the cooperative agreement. 

9. Applicants must provide the following cost element details:  

a. Salary and Wages – Applicants must propose direct salaries and wages in accordance with their personnel policies;

b. Fringe Benefits – If the Applicant has a fringe benefit rate approved by an agency of the U.S. Government, the applicant should use such rate and provide evidence of its approval.  If an Applicant does not have a fringe benefit rate approved, the application should propose a rate and explain how the Applicant determined the rate; in this case, the narrative should include a detailed breakdown comprised of all items of fringe benefits (e.g., unemployment insurance, workers compensation, health and life insurance, retirement, FICA, etc.) and the costs of each, expressed in U.S. dollars and as a percentage of salaries; 

c. (For example, a breakdown of labor bases and overhead pools, the method of determining the rate, etc.).  

D.  Special Considerations

As detailed in the aforementioned Program Description (Section I) and Application and Submission Instructions (Section IV), the Applicant is requested to take note of the following:

2. Applicants must propose a Project Director as key personnel assigned to the proposed program, and must have staff with proven malaria expertise among their proposed personnel. 

3. Attachments should include at minimum the following: 

a. CV of proposed Project Director and other key technical staff;

b. 3 past performance references; 

c. Map showing the geographical location of the proposed program;

d. Project Organogram depicting the proposed management structure; and

e. 1-2 page work plan with timeline in table format for activities for the first year

4. Successful Applicants will have access to capacity-building assistance, as needed, over the course of the award period.   The assistance will be coordinated as needed by USAID and can include guidance on areas such as successful program implementation, needs analysis, and organizational strengthening through a USAID technical support contract.  

5. A Cost/Business Application should be submitted separately from the Technical Application (see Section IV. D, Cost Application Guidelines).   

6. Use of U.S. volunteers is encouraged under September 25, 2003 Executive Order.  Applicants should indicate in their application whether or not they are willing to utilize U.S. volunteers. Please refer to Section IV.B.7, Volunteers for Prosperity.

7. All Certifications and Representations found under Annex A must be completed and submitted with the application.

8. All Standard Provisions found under Annex C (U.S. NGOs) or Annex D (non-U.S. NGOs), as applicable, must be completed and submitted with the application.  The following Standard Provisions are provided below in full text:

          E.  MARKING UNDER ASSISTANCE INSTRUMENTS (DEC 2005)

(a) 
Definitions

Commodities mean any material, article, supply, goods or equipment, excluding recipient offices, vehicles, and non-deliverable items for recipient’s internal use, in administration of the USAID funded grant, cooperative agreement, or other agreement or subagreement.

Principal Officer means the most senior officer in a USAID Operating Unit in the field, e.g., USAID Mission Director or USAID Representative. For global programs managed from Washington but executed across many countries, such as disaster relief and assistance to internally displaced persons, humanitarian emergencies or immediate post conflict and political crisis response, the cognizant Principal Officer may be an Office Director, for example, the Directors of USAID/W/Office of Foreign Disaster Assistance and Office of Transition Initiatives. For non-presence countries, the cognizant Principal Officer is the Senior USAID officer in a regional USAID Operating Unit responsible for the non-presence country, or in the absence of such a responsible operating unit, the Principal U.S Diplomatic Officer in the non-presence country exercising delegated authority from USAID. 

Programs mean an organized set of activities and allocation of resources directed toward a common purpose, objective, or goal undertaken or proposed by an organization to carry out the responsibilities assigned to it.

Projects include all the marginal costs of inputs (including the proposed investment) technically required to produce a discrete marketable output or a desired result (for example, services from a fully functional water/sewage treatment facility).

Public communications are documents and messages intended for distribution to audiences external to the recipient’s organization. They include, but are not limited to, correspondence, publications, studies, reports, audio visual productions, and other informational products; applications, forms, press and promotional materials used in connection with USAID funded programs, projects or activities, including signage and plaques; Web sites/Internet activities; and events such as training courses, conferences, seminars, press conferences and so forth.

Subrecipient means any person or government (including cooperating country government) department, agency, establishment, or for profit or nonprofit organization that receives a USAID subaward, as defined in 22 C.F.R. 226.2.

Technical Assistance means the provision of funds, goods, services, or other foreign assistance, such as loan guarantees or food for work, to developing countries and other USAID recipients, and through such recipients to subrecipients, in direct support of a development objective – as opposed to the internal management of the foreign assistance program.

USAID Identity (Identity) means the official marking for the United States Agency for International Development (USAID), comprised of the USAID logo or seal and new brandmark, with the tagline that clearly communicates that our assistance is “from the American people.” The USAID Identity is available on the USAID website at www.usaid.gov/branding and USAID provides it without royalty, license, or other fee to recipients of USAID-funded grants, or cooperative agreements, or other assistance awards

(b) 
Marking of Program Deliverables

(1) 
All recipients must mark appropriately all overseas programs, projects, activities, public communications, and commodities partially or fully funded by a USAID grant or cooperative agreement or other assistance award or subaward with the USAID Identity, of a size and prominence equivalent to or greater than the recipient’s, other donor’s, or any other third party’s identity or logo.

(2) 
The Recipient will mark all program, project, or activity sites funded by USAID, including visible infrastructure projects (for example, roads, bridges, buildings) or other programs, projects, or activities that are physical in nature (for example, agriculture, forestry, water management) with the USAID Identity. The Recipient should erect temporary signs or plaques early in the construction or implementation phase. When construction or implementation is complete, the Recipient must install a permanent, durable sign, plaque or other marking.

(3) 
The Recipient will mark technical assistance, studies, reports, papers, publications, audio-visual productions, public service announcements, Web sites/Internet activities and other promotional, informational, media, or communications products funded by USAID with the USAID Identity.

(4) 
The Recipient will appropriately mark events financed by USAID, such as training courses, conferences, seminars, exhibitions, fairs, workshops, press conferences and other public activities, with the USAID Identity. Unless directly prohibited and as appropriate to the surroundings, recipients should display additional materials, such as signs and banners, with the USAID Identity. In circumstances in which the USAID Identity cannot be displayed visually, the recipient is encouraged otherwise to acknowledge USAID and the American people’s support.

(5) 
The Recipient will mark all commodities financed by USAID, including commodities or equipment provided under humanitarian assistance or disaster relief programs, and all other equipment, supplies, and other materials funded by USAID, and their export packaging with the USAID Identity.

(6) 
The Agreement Officer may require the USAID Identity to be larger and more prominent if it is the majority donor, or to require that a cooperating country government’s identity be larger and more prominent if circumstances warrant, and as appropriate depending on the audience, program goals, and materials produced.

(7) 
The Agreement Officer may require marking with the USAID Identity in the event that the recipient does not choose to mark with its own identity or logo.

(8) 
The Agreement Officer may require a pre-production review of USAID funded

public communications and program materials for compliance with the approved Marking Plan.

(9) 
Subrecipients. To ensure that the marking requirements “flow down'' to subrecipients of subawards, recipients of USAID funded grants and cooperative agreements or other assistance awards will include the USAID-approved marking provision in any USAID funded subaward, as follows:

“As a condition of receipt of this subaward, marking with the USAID Identity of a

size and prominence equivalent to or greater than the recipient’s, subrecipient’s,

other donor’s or third party’s is required. In the event the recipient chooses not to

require marking with its own identity or logo by the subrecipient, USAID may, at

its discretion, require marking by the subrecipient with the USAID Identity.”

(10) 
Any ‘public communications’, as defined in 22 C.F.R. 226.2, funded by USAID, in which the content has not been approved by USAID, must contain the following disclaimer:

“This study/report/audio/visual/other information/media product (specify) is made possible by the generous support of the American people through the United States Agency for International Development (USAID). The contents are the responsibility of [insert recipient name] and do not necessarily reflect the views of USAID or the United States Government.”

(11) 
The recipient will provide the Cognizant Technical Officer (CTO) or other USAID personnel designated in the grant or cooperative agreement with two copies of all program and communications materials produced under the award. In addition, the recipient will submit one electronic or one hard copy of all final documents to USAID’s Development Experience Clearinghouse.

(c) 
Implementation of marking requirements.

(1) 
When the grant or cooperative agreement contains an approved Marking Plan, the recipient will implement the requirements of this provision following the approved Marking Plan.

(2) 
When the grant or cooperative agreement does not contain an approved Marking Plan, the recipient will propose and submit a plan for implementing the requirements of this provision within 45 days after the effective date of this provision. The plan will include:

(i) 
A description of the program deliverables specified in paragraph (b) of this provision that the recipient will produce as a part of the grant or cooperative agreement and which will visibly bear the USAID Identity.

(ii) 
the type of marking and what materials the applicant uses to mark the program deliverables with the USAID Identity,

(iii)
When in the performance period the applicant will mark the program deliverables, and where the applicant will place the marking,

(3) 
The recipient may request program deliverables not be marked with the USAID Identity by identifying the program deliverables and providing a rationale for not marking these program deliverables. Program deliverables may be exempted from USAID marking requirements when:

(i) 
USAID marking requirements would compromise the intrinsic independence or neutrality of a program or materials where independence or neutrality is an inherent aspect of the program and materials;

(ii) 
USAID marking requirements would diminish the credibility of audits, reports, analyses, studies, or policy recommendations whose data or findings must be seen as independent;

(iii) 
USAID marking requirements would undercut host-country government “ownership” of constitutions, laws, regulations, policies, studies, assessments, reports, publications, surveys or audits, public service announcements, or other communications better positioned as “by” or “from” a cooperating country ministry or government official;

(iv) 
USAID marking requirements would impair the functionality of an item;

(v) 
USAID marking requirements would incur substantial costs or be impractical;

(vi) 
USAID marking requirements would offend local cultural or social norms, or be considered inappropriate;

(vii) 
USAID marking requirements would conflict with international law.

(4) 
The proposed plan for implementing the requirements of this provision, including any proposed exemptions, will be negotiated within the time specified by the Agreement Officer after receipt of the proposed plan. Failure to negotiate an approved plan with the time specified by the Agreement Officer may be considered as noncompliance with the requirements is provision.

(d) 
Waivers.

(1) 
The recipient may request a waiver of the Marking Plan or of the marking requirements of this provision, in whole or in part, for each program, project, activity, public communication or commodity, or, in exceptional circumstances, for a region or country, when USAID required marking would pose compelling political, safety, or security concerns, or when marking would have an adverse impact in the cooperating country. The recipient will submit the request through the Cognizant Technical Officer. The Principal Officer is responsible for approvals or disapprovals of waiver requests.

(2) 
The request will describe the compelling political, safety, security concerns, or adverse impact that require a waiver, detail the circumstances and rationale for the waiver, detail the specific requirements to be waived, the specific portion of the Marking Plan to be waived, or specific marking to be waived, and include a description of how program materials will be marked (if at all) if the USAID Identity is removed. The request should also provide a rationale for any use of recipient’s own identity/logo or that of a third party on materials that will be subject to the waiver.

(3) 
Approved waivers are not limited in duration but are subject to Principal Officer review at any time, due to changed circumstances. 

(4) 
Approved waivers “flow down” to recipients of subawards unless specified otherwise. The waiver may also include the removal of USAID markings already affixed, if circumstances warrant.

(5) 
Determinations regarding waiver requests are subject to appeal to the Principal Officer’s cognizant Assistant Administrator. The recipient may appeal by submitting a written request to reconsider the Principal Officer’s waiver determination to the cognizant Assistant Administrator.

(e) 
Non-retroactivity. The requirements of this provision do not apply to any materials, events, or commodities produced prior to January 2, 2006. The requirements of this provision do not apply to program, project, or activity sites funded by USAID, including visible infrastructure projects (for example, roads, bridges, buildings) or other programs, projects, or activities that are physical in nature (for example, agriculture, forestry, water management) where the construction and implementation of these are complete prior to January 2, 2006 and the period of the grant does not extend past January 2, 2006.

Awards will be made to responsible applicants whose application offers the greatest value to the US Government, technical, cost and other factors considered.  In evaluating the different components of the technical proposals, the U.S. Government will examine the overall merit and feasibility of the proposals, as well as examine specific criteria relevant to each component, as elaborated below.  

A. Technical Evaluation Criteria (100 points total)

The technical application evaluation criteria are presented below.  The relative importance of each criterion is indicated by the points allotted to the assigned score.  These criteria have been tailored to the requirements of this particular RFA and serve to (a) identify the significant matters that applicants should address in their applications and (b) set standards against which all applicants will be evaluated.  To facilitate the review of applications, applicants should organize the narrative portions of their application in the same order as the broad evaluation criteria and should refer to detailed guidelines found in Section B, Grant Application Instructions, Section II Technical Application Guidelines.  

1. Executive Summary (0 points)

· Clear and concise one-page summary, including all elements listed in technical guidelines above (see Section IV, B).

2. Organizational Capacity (15 points)

· Applicant organization’s and key sub-partner’s purpose, mission, major areas of work clearly presented

· Relevant experience in implementing community-level public health programs, including malaria control projects or interventions  

· Demonstrated linkages and experience working in and representing communities

· Demonstrated capability to establish programs in target countries including a description of existing working relationships with host country government/NMCP and in-country partners

· Demonstrated past performance as described in Section IV, B including provision of required 3 past performance references with descriptions of significant achievements and relevance of past program work     

3. Project Context / Description of Existing Gaps (15 points) 

· Clear and comprehensive assessment of the relevant health status of the target population with a focus on malaria morbidity and mortality and coverage of key malaria indicators such as household ITN ownership/use, IPTp2 coverage, ACT usage 

· Clear description of key household and care-seeking behaviors of target population, including any gender-specific issues, as they relate to malaria

· Clear description of health care service delivery system in the project target area including both MOH as well as services provided by NGO/PVOs, private sector etc. with a focus on malaria services

· Clear description of other malaria programs and activities underway in the target area, identifying those that provide opportunities for synergies of proposed program interventions and strategies and providing a justification for remaining gaps that the proposed project may fill  (e.g. current PMI partners, NGOs, other organizations, global initiatives, etc.)

4. Program Strategy and Technically Appropriate Interventions: (45 points)

· Selected goals and objectives clearly presented 

· Selected malaria interventions and activities  clearly presented and described in detail   

· Decision-making process for the selection of approach clearly articulated including:

· rationale provided for selection of geographic target area;

· rationale provided for chosen malaria interventions and activities with specific linkages made to gaps identified in project context section;

· justification provided for choice of community mobilization and behavior change approach; and

· relevant stakeholders appropriately involved in the selection of site, interventions and/or strategies.

· Role of local partners clearly described and appropriate to achieving program objectives

· Program approach is consistent with MOH NMCP policies, PMI MOP strategy and priorities,  and PMI goal and targets;

6. Management Plan (15 points)

· Clear organizational, human resource and financial management structures in place including clearly identified roles and responsibilities of key staff and project partners

· Key Personnel proposed, including Project Director with at least 5 years of in-country appropriate experience 

· Clear plans and strategies proposed to ensure effective coordination and communication with the NMCP and PMI in-country team allowing for input on programming decisions 

· The proposed budget for administrative costs for the grantee and any sub-grantees does not exceed 20% of the total award.

· 85% of women who have completed a pregnancy in the last two years will have received two or more doses of IPTp during that pregnancy; 

· 85% of government health facilities have ACTs available for treatment of uncomplicated malaria; and 

· 85% of children under five with suspected malaria will have received treatment with an antimalarial drug in accordance with national malaria treatment policies within 24 hours of onset of their symptoms.
